ORDER OF BUSINESS

Chairperson: Annette D. - Opened the meeting with the Serenity Prayer. Let the record show that the
Assembly was brought to order at 9:00 a.m. on Sunday April 9, 2017.

Registrar: Stephen R. — We have 187 voting members in attendance with a two-thirds being 125.
Reading of Anonymity Statement and short form of the 12 Concepts.

OFFICER REPORTS

Secretary: Lori P. — January motions were delivered to the Webmaster and posted to the North Florida Area
Website within 10 days of January’s Assembly. Minutes were completed and delivered to the Registrar on
February 12" for mailing. Total Minutes printed in January were 300 copies of which 240 copies were
provided for mailing via U.S. Mail. Advisory Actions have been updated through January, 2017 and are
posted on the Website. Minutes of the Officer’s Interim Meeting are available in accordance with Structures
and Guidelines. There was one correction reported with January’s Minutes. The correction is to Maria S.’s
sobriety date as reported under the Archives Workshop Report. Minutes will be updated for this correction
and resubmitted to the Webmaster and Archivist. Our Chair entertained a motion to accept the minutes with
correction, motion made, seconded and passed unanimously.

Treasurer: Terri-Lynn S. — The Financial statements on the table were supposed to be the 1% Quarter Report
for 2017 but they are in error and will be corrected in the Minutes. Starting with the Income and Expense
Summary, contributions came in at $18,142.07, a nice start for 2017. Notice under “Expenses” that our
Delegate is well on her way to the General Service Conference as shown by the increase of the General
Service Conference expense account to $6,500.00 and Pre-Conference Workshops of $1,104.04. Thanks for
everyone’s hard work and preparation for a successful General Service Conference. Moving on to the Balance
Sheet, pass page 3 we show a total Checking/Savings of $84,928.12. Continuing on, turn to the Prudent
Reserve page located after page 5. Notice the date Jan 1, 2017 — March 31, 2017 for first quarter. Reading the
numbers next to the label “Total Checking and Savings” after the current amount place $84,928.12. Next to
the label “Maximum Required Prudent Reserve” after the amount place $70,706.00. After the subtraction, the
difference is $14,222.12 which Greg will talk about in the Finance Report. In April, the Officers and Service
Coordinators have been busily working on the Budgets for 2018. They were given the Income and Expense
(Budget vs Actual) to ensure that their counterparts in 2018 will have enough money to work from. Thank you
in advance for submitting your 2018 Budgets at this Assembly. The Chair entertained a motion to accept the
Treasurers report subject to audit which passed unanimously.

Delegate: Joyce C. — Good Morning everyone, my name is Joyce C. and | am honored and privileged to be
serving as your Delegate to the General Service Conference. | am humbled by your trust in me. What an
exciting weekend it has been. Thank you all for preparing me for Conference. First, | wish to recognize and
thank our Past Delegates for their service: Panel 45 — Dan E.; Panel 51 — Tom G.; Panel 55 — Michael S.;
Panel 61 — Cecilia R.; Panel 63 — Marilyn B. and Panel 65 — Glenn W. Thank you all for your service.

The Final Agenda Items were downloaded to the Delegates’ Only Dashboard on February 14th as expected.
Thanks to Past Delegate Glenn for setting up the electronic distribution! Since that time, we have completed 7
Pre-Conference workshops. DCMs throughout the Area were very helpful in combining the workshops so we



could reach more members in the short time available! Approximately 300 members attended presentations on
the Agenda Items, and we drove approximately 3000 miles. Several Service Coordinators and Officers helped
deliver the items, and | thank them all! | have been amazed by the participation of many of our groups in
putting in hours of work to comb through the record number of 92 agenda items.

If you won't be meeting with your group until after the Assembly, just email me any comments or votes your
group feels strongly about. I will compile all inputs and take them with me to Conference. | will be leaving
April 21st and returning April 29th.Thanks to you all for working so hard to prepare me for conference. | will
be tweeting!

If you would like to schedule a post-Conference workshop, | would be happy to come out to you and let you
know the outcomes and my experiences. Final Conference reports will be distributed at the October
Assembly.

| attended the Delegates’ Get Together in Atlanta, GA and made it home in time to see the 2" half of the
Super Bowl in friendly territory. The Get Together is a working event, with lots of information to help the
new Delegates. Our guest was Greg T. General Service Office Manager and our SE Regional Trustee; Chet
facilitated and gave a Trustees Report. The Delegates' Only meeting resulted in the following three motions:
1. Current SE Regional Forum rotation schedule be continued with a provision. 2. Recognized the Southern
States of Alcoholics Anonymous Service Assembly (SSAASA) as the official regional service assembly. 3.
Seed money from the defunct Southeastern Conference be delivered to the SSAASA Committee. Please
contact me if you want details about these.

In addition to pre-conference workshops, I spoke at Cocoa’s Sandpiper Group's 38th Anniversary, and |
served on a panel on Relationships at the From the Heart Group. | thank them for the opportunity. | have been
invited to the South Florida Area Assembly in July. The South Florida Delegate, Annie C. will be here to
facilitate our inventory in October.

I have received my formal invitation to the opening dinner at Conference - as well as a letter thanking the
Area for sending the full amount of the Delegate expense. Communications regarding conference is coming
fast and furious at this point. The Conference Literature Committee has a full plate and we will be starting
early and staying late. This weekend, posted on the Delegates’ Only dashboard were reports from all the
Trustees Committees. I haven’t had time yet to read them all, but I picked up this tidbit from the Finance
Committee report: there was a significant and gratifying increase in 7" tradition contributions received from
the fellowship. In fact, Contributions provided 80.1% of the support for group services. This increase in
participation is positive news and is partly due to the increased use of the online recurring contribution system
used by individuals making contributions on behalf of their groups.

In closing, | would like to share with you the Area Highlights | will be presenting at Conference and they will
be printed in the Final Conference Report which I will be bringing to you in October!

North Florida has nearly eleven hundred groups in 30 Districts within 35 counties in about 29,000 square
miles. The Area spans from the Gulf of Mexico to the Atlantic Ocean, Jacksonville to Palm Bay, and west just
beyond Tallahassee on the Panhandle and also includes Orlando which is the house of the mouse (Mickey that
iS). This gives us many miles to cover bringing Pre-Conference Workshops to our Districts. Our Area's
tradition of going on the road with Proposed Agenda Items brings greater knowledge and understanding to the
membership in preparation for a well-informed group conscience on Agenda Items in April. We have four
Assemblies a year with concentration on education and training by our 11 Service Committees. Our
informative website is very active. In an average month, aanorthflorida.org has been visited 10 thousand times
by almost 8000 unique visitors. Close to half of the most visited pages were Spanish. We are pleased to be




servicing our Area-wide Hispanic District in this way. We are also working to revitalize under-represented
Districts and we are making progress. Our Area is the founding place of a grass roots self-support movement
called "Me Plus One" which encourages contributing for oneself and for another who cannot afford it. Today,
smartphones, email and the internet top the list of preferred communication methods. Society seems to have
accepted, if not embraced, the increased role technology plays in everyday life. So, we too must keep up. We
are keenly aware of the vital importance of our Primary Purpose of “Passing the Message”. We are attempting
to use every means of communications possible within our Traditions to reach the still sick and suffering!
Thank you for the incredible honor you have given me!

Registrar: Stephen R. 18 - Voting Officers and Service Coordinators.169 - DCM and GSR.187 - Total
Votes. A 2/3 majority is 125. The January Area 14 minutes were sent out on February 14, 2017. A total of 715
were emailed to 504 GSR’s, 60 Alt. GSR’s, 47 DCM’s and alternates, 33 Officer’s, Service coordinators and
their alternates, 10 Past Delegates and 61 group contacts. An additional 230 members had requested that their



minutes be sent via USPS. Ten of those addresses failed the post office address verification. A total of 220
were mailed at a cost of $76.13. Two of those mailings were returned as undeliverable. | have already verified
one of those returned addresses as a group that is inactive. | am still awaiting responses on the other
undeliverable mailings from the GSO Records Department. There are 137 groups with a status of unknown.
Also 24 groups have addresses which fail address verification. There are 2 groups which are pending active.
They are the Big Book Study At Wiley Group in Jacksonville and the We Agnostics Group in St. Augustine.
I will be continuing to work through the DCM’s, GSR’s and group contacts to update these records. Finally,
the cutoff date for group updates to be entered into Fellowship New Vision for the 2017-2018 Regional
Directories is May 12, 2017.

SERVICE COORDINATOR REPORTS

Accessibilities: William F. — Agenda Items were discussed.

Archives: Maria S. — (Reported by: Vivian F., Alt. Service Coordinator) — Maria explained the Archives
Agenda Items to the workshop, there was one question about if this would have a positive financial outcome.
Maria stated there is no known information on the cost, our only task is to decide if we want this book created
or not. A sense of the workshop was taken and it was unanimous to create the new book. Maria then shared
about the different items available for use in archives, conference approved material and other items that are
available through the General Service Office, including audio, video and pamphlets. When coordinating these
items, she expressed this is how we would begin our personal archives. She explained that there are also
items available through outside resources that are beneficial when sharing the history of Alcoholics
Anonymous. She shared about the book Sister Ignatia and a member shared about how the book gives a



tremendous history of A.A. and the beginning of treatment. The next discussion involved a question on
creating a District Archives. There was good interaction and the group was able to take away several
suggestions.

Archivist: Scott B.: So grateful to be serving as your Area 14 Archivist. We have added a few items to the
information and display, received some more Group location photos to update the District files, looking
forward to being able to visit ALL the groups in the North Florida Area via JPEG and the NFAC website.
Please help us keep your Group information and story complete. Kevin G. past Area Archive Service
Coordinator was instrumental with the Jacksonville archives to digitize and duplicate the photo of Tom S. our
very first Delegate that was signed for his 40 year anniversary; so that we can now display one in the North
Florida Archives. We had it out on Saturday. Kevin is also currently working on a film covering the first
registered Group in Florida and how it formed; that should be premiering at the upcoming Florida State
Convention. We shall be looking forward to seeing this. And on a sad note: One of AA’s old-timers and
major influence on our fellowship, Mel B. age 91, passed away on Sunday Feb. 19 2017. Mel had written
many recovery, spiritual and historical A.A. books; and contributed over 50 Grapevine articles. Some of these
titles you might remember: “Can we still use the Four Absolutes? A look at Standards that led to the Twelve
steps”, “Walk in Dry places”, “New Wine, The Spiritual roots of the Twelve Step Miracle” and “Ebby the
Man who sponsored Bill W.”. T will close with a review written about Mel B’s New Wine book. “Nell Wing,
Bill W’s longtime secretary, explained that Mel’s long friendships with Bill W. and AA enabled him to
discuss meaningfully AA’s early history and Bill’s special qualities of leadership and guidance. New Wine
reviews the movements and spiritual ideas that led to AA’s founding and Growth, with special emphasis on
Carl Jung, Frank Buchman, Sam Shoemaker and religious leaders Harry Emerson Fosdick, Father Ed
Dowling and Emmet Fox.” Thank you Mel B for your continuing service.

Cooperation W/Professional Community: Mark A. - Good Morning, my name is Mark A., and | am an
alcoholic. I am grateful to serve as your North Florida Area 14 Cooperation with the Professional Community
Service Coordinator. In addition to engaging conversation about the four agenda items put to the sense of the
assembly yesterday, we had an opportunity to begin a discussion regarding ways to improve communication
about AA with professionals who encounter Armed Services veterans and men and women in the Armed
Services. We will further this discussion in an upcoming workshop. Additionally, I will be traveling to the
greater Orlando Area on May 13 to present a workshop for Host Districts 9, 10, 11, 18, and 31, and another
workshop is possible in June with Host District 22 Flagler County. | am willing and able to come to your
District and present a workshop.

The video was so well received that it sparked a lot
of conversation after. Those who had seen the video before and are bringing meetings inside have shown it to
inmates where it was also well received. Many correspondence pamphlets were passed out at the end of the
meeting.

At our January 2017 Area Assembly Intergroup workshop, the
participants asked us to focus yesterday’s workshop about Twelve Step Calls. They wanted detailed



information about the “how-to’s” and the “do’s and don’ts for Twelve Step calls for their Intergroups. Paula
and | contacted some Intergroups to find out how they handle their Twelve Step Hotline calls and general
educational flyers they use. Thank you to the Brevard County Intergroup for permission to use some of your
tools for the workshop. Yesterday during our workshop, the Twelve-Step information was presented with
examples of “What to include in a Hotline reference book”. Brochures — The Twelve-Step Call, How Do You
Make an Old Fashioned Twelfth Step Call?, Chapter 7 from our book Alcoholics Anonymous, A.A. Programs
and Bridging the Gap sign-up sheets for hotline to reference. We followed up with a Crossword puzzle and
role playing. Paula and I are available and welcome the opportunity to be of services to your District and
Intergroup. Thank you for this wonderful privilege and opportunity to serve the North Florida Area 14.

Motion was approved unanimously. Following we discussed our prudent reserve, and the fact that we are still
around $15,000 over maximum prudent reserve. Our Area treasurer, Terri Lynn S., gave us the latest prudent
reserve calculations and how we come up with that number. Some suggestions of how to bring the prudent
reserve down, while still helping our Area and the still suffering alcoholic were: increase mileage
reimbursement rate, send some money to help GSO, putting money into literature to help Districts, buying a
room each assembly for GSR’s whose District/group can’t afford to send them. Ideas will be discussed
further at our next assembly in July. We finished with more discussion of how a reserve is established and
calculated. Our treasurer told us numbers are based on current year budget and our expenses for current year.
The meeting was adjourned at 4:05. We closed with the responsibility pledge.

Growth Committee: Heather V.-W. — Meeting began with roll-call of the seven Districts assigned to
Growth District(s) 1, 4, 7A, 9, 11, 25 and 30. Six of the Seven DCMs assigned to this committee were present
along with 34 interested members. Growth first completed the assignment from our Area Chair to present (14)
motion(s) to change Structures and Guidelines to the Growth Committee for discussion and vote. We had one
motion left, it was discussed and voted on the Growth Committee and will be coming up under New Business.
Typically in January we review the reference in Stuctures and Guideines to page number(s) in the Service
Manual and send the Secretary a list of changes.

Growth then discussed the Agenda Items for Policy and Admissions. We had 6 items to consider and a few to
discuss. Report and Charter/Agenda had one item to consider and a few to review at 11:15am. We took a



sense of the workshops and listened to both pros and cons of each Agenda Item. The feedback was
communicated at 4:30pm to our Delegate. Thank you for allowing me to serve!

Site and Agenda: Richard C. —We had 5 of 9 DCM’s present with a total of 25 in attendance. Bid
spreadsheets were handed out to show what bids we had at the present time for 2019-2020. We looked at the
bids and went over the good and bad points of each bid. It was decided we would seek more bids and re-visit
the bids we have for a closer look in July. Thank you for allowing me to serve.

Website: Steven N. — I thank Richard C. for noticing we were scheduled in a room that was now a furniture
storage Area and eventually getting us set up in Ballroom A. Even in the confusion seven of ten committee
members were present with over twenty-five visitors. We reviewed the web report as follows: During the past
three months there were 31,806 visits to the website by 25,094 viewers who looked at an average of 1.54
pages per visit. 64.04% of the visitors used phone devices, 32.24% used desk- or laptops and 3.72% used
tablets. After the home page the ten most visited pages were Spanish Steps, Spanish Traditions, Assembly
Agenda, Spanish Responsibility Statement, Meeting Info, Area Activities, Spanish Serenity Prayer, Spanish
Unity Statement, Documents, and the Map of Area. It is interesting to note that of the 48,952 page views
74.58% were of the Spanish Mirror of the site. 76.86% of the visitors to our site were new with 23.14% being
returning visitors.

Summary of
Conference Procedures

enerally speaking, the General Service Conference follows Robert’s Rules of Order, and proceeds on as

informal a basis as possible consistent with the rights of all concerned. It is important to remember that

the purpose of rules of order is to make it easier for the Conference to conduct its business; rules exist
to allow the Conference to do what it needs to do to carry out the will of the Fellowship by reaching an informed
group conscience, Over the years the Conference has adopted some exceptions to Robert's Rules, which help
it to proceed more closely in accord with the spirit of A.A. Tradition.

Conference Quorum

A Conference quorum — two-thirds of all registered members
— is required to conduct Conference business.

Committee System

To the extent possible, important matters to come before the
Conference will be handled via the “Committee system.” This
assures that a large number of questions can be dealt with during
Conference week. Each Committee considers carefully the items
before it and presents its recommendations to the Conference as
a whole for acceptance or rejection. Recommendations of
Conference committees are automatically motions that have been
made and seconded. Members are urged to resist the temptation
to edit recommendations on the floor.

Substantial Unanimity

All matters of policy (Conference Advisory Actions) require
substantial unanimity, that is, a two-thirds majority. Any
actions, including amendments, that affect an Advisory Action,
or motions that might result in such an action, also require a
two-thirds majority. Because the number of members present
in the hall during the week of Conference varies from time to
time, the phrase “two-thirds majority” is taken to mean two-
thirds vote of the Conference members voting, as long as the
total vote constitutes a Conference quorum.

Minority Opinion

After each vote on a matter of policy, the side which did not
prevail will always be given an opportunity to speak to their
position. If the motion passes with two-thirds vote, the minori-
ty may speak. If the motion receives a majority vote, but fails
to pass for lack of a two-thirds vote, the majority may speak.

Remember that saving “minority opinions” for after the vote,
when there is no rebuttal, is a time-waster, for it can force the
Conference body to reconsider a question that might well have
been decided the first time around if it had been thoroughly
examined from all sides.

General Rules of Debate and Voting
(Agreed to at the beginning of each Conference)

* People who wish to speak line up at the microphones and
are called on in order.

* Each person may speak for two (2) minutes.

« No one may speak for a second time on a topic until all
who wish to have spoken for the first time.

«  Fulf discussion of a recommendation should take place
before each vote.

* Everyone is entitled to, and should, express his or her
opinion. However, if your perspective has already been
stated by someone else, it is not necessary to go to the
mike and say it again.

NFAC

* Premature actions (e.g., amending motions early in the
discussion or hastily calling the question) can divert atten-
tion from the subject at hand, thus confusing and/or delay-
ing Conference business.

« \Voting is by show of hands.

Tabling a Motion

Tabling a motion (postponing discussion to a later time during
the same Conference):

+  Must be made without comment.

+ Requires a second.

* |s not debatable.

+« Needs only a simple majority to pass.

Calling the Question

Calling the question brings debate to a halt while
Conference members decide whether to proceed directly to
a vote (the question) or go on with the debate. A motion to
call the question:

* Must be made in order at the microphone.

*  Must be made without comment.
+ Requires a second.

* |s not debatable.

« Requires a two-thirds vote.
Reconsideration

A motion to reconsider a vote may be made only by a member
who voted with the prevailing side, but it can be seconded by
anyone.

+  Only a simple majority is required.

+ [f the majority votes to reconsider, full debate, pro and con,
is resumed. (Conference members are urged to limit discus-
sion to new considerations of the question under debate.)

* No action may be reconsidered twice.

Floor Actions

Floor actions may be introduced at any time during the

Conference except at the Sharing Sessions, and:

*  Must be made without comment.

*  Must be submitted in writing by the maker to the Confer-
ence secretary.

*  Will come up for deliberation after all Committee reports
have been heard.

« Require a two-thirds majority.

When a floor action is to be heard, its maker will be given two
(2) minutes to state the rationale behind the action, after which
the chair shall ask if there is a motion that the Conference
decline to consider the floor action. A motion to decline to hear
a floor action:

*  Must be made without comment.

+ Requires a second

+ |s not debatable.

« Requires a two-thirds majority.
