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Florida Area 14 Assembly Minutes 
            3rd Quarter, July 8-10, 2011 

           Theme “We Are Responsible For A.A.’s Future – Let It Begin With Us.” 
 

Area Chair: Kelly J. called the meeting to order.   
 
Registrar: Roll call was taken by Vivian F.  Each District was called for attendance D.C.M., Alternate 
D.C.M., G.S.R.’s Alternate G.S.R.’s, and Visitors. 
 
The AA Anonymity Statement was read and the short Form of the Twelve Concepts was read. 
 
Officer Reports -  
Secretary:  Heather V. Motions from April’s Assembly were e-mailed to the Webmaster 10 days after 
Assembly and posted under the password protected area of the NFAC website in a timely manner.   There 
were 300 copies double-sided, stapled and given to the Registrar for mailing.  The total duplication cost 
for this mailing was $345.  The April minutes were posted to the Area 14 website 30 days prior to this 
Assembly.  At this time I would like to ask if there are any changes to the minutes other then what has 
been brought to my attention there were none at this time, and Kelly the Area Chair asked for a motion to 
accept the minutes as presented, all in favor, none opposed.  Motion passed. 
 
Treasurer:  Bob C. Let’s start on the top of the Balance Sheet – combined cash on hand is $64,367.91.  
In the SunTrust Checking account is $10,038.18.  If you flip to the next page – Income & Expense report 
shows our budgeted amount for contributions for 2011.  Note that we had total contributions of 
$18,120.05.  Thank you so much for your generous support.   
If you look at the last page of the Income & Expense report you will see expenses budgeted for 2011.  
Our actual 2011 expenses were -$9,097.82.

I would like to make an announcement that my place of residence was compromised and unfortunately 
the treasurer equipment and documents have been stolen.  All is set right and no money has been taken or 
compromised however I’m missing the names of two contributions (April – May) if yours have not been 
noted in this report please advise and I’ll update this report with your group name, thank you for your 
understanding and continued support.  Kelly J. Area Chair asked for a sense of the Assembly to accept the 
Treasures report all in favor none opposed. 
 
Delegate:  Cecilia R. The membership surveys are in and I gave these to those DCM’s who had a group 
picked out of the 700 that were randomly selected.  The membership survey’s are to be completed by the 
groups and returned by the DCM’s by August 24 as they are due in by September 1, 2011 in order to be 
recorded. Box 459 with the 61st Conference results are out and here for anyone who would like one. The 
conference results were posted to the password protected part of the website 2 weeks after the 
Conference. It has all the agenda items and how I voted on each item. The June A.A.W.S. Highlights 
were sent to the web for posting as well. At the conference we accepted the Puerto Rico bid for the 
Southeast Regional Forum to be held on September 26-28, 2014. The Forum next year will be held on 
Boca Raton hosted by Area 15 in November.  The Delegate from Area 15 Kathy G. will be our guest in 
October and will conduct our Area Inventory and speaking on Saturday night. In January Phyllis H. the 
General Service Office Manager will be our guest and speaking in January as well. 
The First Southern States Service Assembly will be held in November. I have asked for funding to go to 
this function. We gave our approval in principle to support a Southeastern Service Assembly, however 
not all southeastern states were on board, so this is a try by 5 of the areas in the region and I will report 
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back in January on this. All workshop and presentations will be on service, traditions, and steps and there 
will be members of the General Service staff there as well as Trustee’s. 
I was able to go into GSO archives on the Friday before the conference in order to do research on North 
Florida. My greatest impression was of the handwritten letters asking for help written in the 40’s from 
men and women who did not have another one of us to talk to.

Saturday I held small workshops with 
DCMs to go over our GSO database, Fellowship New Vision and our new database.  We have been given 
a copy of the updated database from Area 15 and I am currently working with a contact to get everything 
up and running perfectly by our October Assembly.

Glenn W. & I attended the Florida State Convention Joint Advisory 
Committee meeting in Kissimmee on May 14th.  The committee approved the bid from Jacksonville for 
the 57th Florida State Convention & Tom M. will be permitted to promote his convention in Orlando 
during the 55th Convention.

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Service Coordinator Reports -  
Accessibilities:  Nancy D.  25 in attendance.  Opened meeting with serenity prayer and welcomed those 
new to service.  The group was split in half and the theme of the meeting was the “tools that we use to 
carry the message to those with accessibility issues.”  Workbooks and other conference approved 
literature were provided.  We discussed carrying the message within the fellowship through the use of 
mobile meetings, ASL interpreters, child friendly meetings for the single parent and other materials.  The 
question was posed what about the Alcoholic outside of AA (with accessibility issues) who still suffers.  
Responses included work with other committees CPC/PI and treatment to carry the message and leave 
literature with Physician’s hospitals clergy and other facilities.  Also it was suggested creating a P.S.A. 
called “If you can’t get to AA, AA can get to you” for each district to put on their website.  Lastly, we 
discussed results of agenda item at conference with the creation of a special needs pamphlet.  This was 
approved and priced at .40 cents per pamphlet and will be available at the next assembly.  I am available 
to speak to your district or assist in helping your committee. 
 
Area Archivist:  Steve R.  I assisted in the Archives workshop presenting on the importance of group and 
district histories.  I would like to thank Districts 13 and 24 for inviting me to participate in their Founder’s 
Day celebrations.  I presented histories of both districts at each event.  District 13 held their event on June 
4th and District 24 held their event on June 18th.  I will be handling the Archives room for the 55th Florida 
State Convention being held July 20th through the 24th.  We will have local districts and Intergroup 
archives displays from both areas 14 & 15 as well as private collections and of course the North Florida 
Area 14 Archives rolling road show.  We are also planning on having an area for Archives video 
presentations as well.  I hope to see many of you there.  I will also be attending and representing our area 
at this year’s National Archives workshop.  The workshop is being held in Helene M. September 22nd 
through 25th.  I will have a full report of the event at our next Assembly.  I would like to take this 
opportunity to make my intentions known that I am planning on standing for re-elections for the position 
of North Florida Area Archivist.  Per our structures and guidelines, this position is to be voted on in non-
electoral years for a two (2) year term and not to exceed six (6) years.  This position is to be voted on by 
voting members of the NFAC Assembly.  This should be done at our October Assembly for the upcoming 
2012-2013 years.  Thank you for allowing me to serve.  
 
Archives:  James B. 30 in attendance.  Dave W. spoke on preserving and restoring archival papers.  
Stephen R. researched District 13 and 24 histories for their Founders Day events and gave copies of 
District histories to Archives.  James B. reported on Archival Displays at Tallahassee’s Founders Day.  
The group history form is now available on our website.  We continued to work on designing the 
bookmark “Don’t throw me away I belong to A.A.”  As an example of today is tomorrow’s history, we 
surveyed attendees and about 80% use aluminum chips.  Rest used white, red, and blue poker chips.  One 
also used a yellow poker chip and one used an 18 month chip.  Do you have a unique chip?  Consider 
donating a set to Archives.  I want to thank Jacksonville Intergroup for bringing their Archives display. 
 
CPC:  Mary P.  35 in attendance.  Observing the Traditions in CPC.  Reviewed a series of questions from 
professionals in the past three months, and identified which traditions guided our responses.  Solicited 
input from workshop participants for an appropriate language to explain traditions to non-AAs. Special 
thanks to Chad H. (District 9) for sharing his experience and co-leading the workshop. 
 
Grapevine:  Sheryl R. Grapevine Coordinator and Paula D. Alt. Grapevine Coordinator. 
We had approximately 50 in attendance.  We reviewed the results of the 2011 General Service 
Conference for Grapevine.  We also discussed suggestions for raising awareness of the Grapevine in 
districts. There was a wonderful “Grapevine Bookmark” that was given away to someone, just for being 
there in the right seat.  As always the stickers were provided for those in attendance for the potential to be 
the grand prize winner at the end of the panel.   
Conference Agenda Results:  A. Consider that AA Grapevine, Inc., be permitted to utilize digital 
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channels.  Recommended:  That, in the spirit of being self-supporting while also protecting our Traditions 
of attraction, anonymity on non-affiliation, AA Grapevine be permitted to utilize digital channels and 
current (commissionable) support and distribution technologies, such as, but not limited to, smart phone, 
tablets, e-readers, applications and commissioned online stores for the sale and distribution of magazines, 
books and products. The committee requests that the board ensure that all contracts protect our traditions, 
with the option to discontinue any and all contracts at any time.  The Committee requests that a status and 
financial report be submitted to he 2012 Grapevine Conference Committee.  Passed. 
B. Consider permitting AA Grapevine, Inc., to accept contributions limited to the same General Service 
Board contribution policy.  Took no action.  The committee noted that the current structure is appropriate. 
C. Review request for a discussion on how to best support the Grapevine magazine.  Recommended: That 
the AA Grapevine Board, in consultation with the AA World Services Board and under the guidance of 
the General Service Board chairman, continue to investigate what efficiencies and objectives, can be 
accomplished by combining services and sharing resources including reviewing Concept 11, while still 
maintaining editorial and corporate independence.  Passed. 
D. Consider collections of Grapevine stories for possible publication in the year 2012 or later.  Took no 
action – update was received this week and Grapevine will publish the 3 publications in question 
sometime in the future. 
E. Review and discuss the results of the surveys conducted per the 2010 Advisory Action.  
Recommended: The AA Grapevine board establish an ad hoc committee. Failed. 
F. Review revisions to “The AA Grapevine and La Vina: Our Meetings in Print” pamphlet. 
Recommended: That the editorial revisions made by the AA Grapevine staff be approved with minor 
suggestions. Passed. 
Additional considerations resulted in the Conference Committee suggesting that the AA Grapevine Board 
only propose balanced operating budgets to the General Service Board.  They also suggested a single 
issue of Grapevine/LaVina be included with GSR packets.  They suggested that each home group 
purchase a minimum of two annual subscriptions. 
Suggestions for raising awareness in Districts 
1. Start a Grapevine Meeting – have each attendee bring the current month’s copy of the Grapevine; read 
the first story and use the discussion points after the story to have open discussion. Read a new story each 
week and discuss.  Start a new Grapevine the following month.  Keeps meetings on topic; spreads 
Grapevine knowledge, experience; encourages discussion. 
2. Start a Grapevine Lending Library – Announce at Intergroup meetings, district meetings, group 
meetings for people to donate extra copies of the Grapevine; find a local point (Intergroup Office, Club, 
Meeting Room) to have the magazines collected.  Anyone is welcome to take one home, read and return.  
This can be done at a group level, as well. 
3. Have your Home Group buy a subscription to share with group members. 
4. The Grapevine is a great gift to give to sponsees, as a birthday or anniversary gift, to a newcomer when 
they pick up a white chip. 
5. The Digital Archives collects ALL Grapevines, along with articles, history, and fact.  There is a great 
search engine which will give you copies of anything that was printed in the Grapevine since its 
inception. 
6. During your home group meeting, when the Chairperson asks for AA Announcements, stand up, with 
the Grapevine in your hand and read a joke; then say, The Grapevine is an excellent recovery tool to read 
and share.  $1.83 per month, 30% the cost of One Pack of Cigarettes will give you stories of recovery all 
over the world.  Aren’t you worth it?  (use other scenarios, as you see fit). 
Other Grapevine Information: Paula and I would like to thank District 30 for doing a great job hosting the 
Grapevine Room and for sales of $331.  We are looking forward to having District 20 host the room in 
October.  If there is any Grapevine literature you would like to have available in October, please e-mail 
me at grapevine@aanorthflorida.org.  A special thanks to Bruce our “Raffle King” for raffles sales of 
$565, enabling 19 subscriptions to be awarded.  I have been asked to participate in a Service Fair with 
District 18 on October 1.  Thank you for allowing me to serve.   
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Corrections:  Tony A.  32 in attendance.  18 new names were added to Corrections contact list which 
now stands at 48.  Seven new names to be added to the “pre-release” contact list, now at 25.  Discussed 
new opportunities at Coleman and Suwannee Correctional Facilities – State and Federal and Volunteer 
applications were distributed.  Discussed and passed out Literature on the “pink can drive”, and the 
consensus is that contributions are very limited at group and district level.  With the help of Dan E. who 
works in the state corrections field, we discussed the differences in the qualifications and process for 
getting meetings into state and federal corrections facilities versus local county jails.  We also discussed 
the need for much patience and tolerance in pursuing these opportunities are our sense of urgency is much 
different then theirs.  During the last quarter, we have received and responded to several inmate requests 
for big books which have been sent to them.  We have also received several requests for “pre-release” 
contact support, which were passed on to the District pre-release contacts for follow-up. 
 
Intergroup:  Melanie E. 29 in Attendance.  Topic of discussion – Newsletters:  What should and should 
not go in.  We had samples of Intergroup newsletters from all over the country.  We each took a few to 
compare the layout and the content.  It seemed universal that “advertising” from outside sources, and 
references to treatment center is not published.  Many have a statement of purpose, and a disclaimer that 
all reprinted material using the steps, traditions and/or concepts with permission of AA World Services.  
Many also have a caveat that they do not necessarily support the opinions expressed in the articles.  For 
events, some newsletters use a calendar, others use a list.  Some list the contributions from each group, 
others do not list groups when they do not make a contribution.  Also individual and “faithful fivers” 
contributions.  Some newsletters include the names and contact information of committee chairs. 
Some interesting suggestions were offered:  List on-line meetings and meetings to shut-ins, have a 
DCM’s corner, meetings in need of support/new meetings, Phone Army, Hot Line, Speaker Needs, 
Committee Reports, Financials, Not to forget Anniversaries/Birthdays. 

Literature:  Joyce C.  Approximately 30 people attended, thanks to Rene for note taking.  Results of 
Conference Agenda items reported and discussed.  Full report on all agenda items is available on 
aanorthflorida.org minutes section (password protected site – on right hand side of page, entitled 
Delegate’s Report).  Deadline for submission to GSO for the revision of the pamphlet AA & the Armed 
Forces extended to July 15, 2011.  Discussed progress of “ebook project”.  Projected rollout of the Big 
Book and 12 & 12 expected October 2011.  They will be available in English, French & Spanish.  The 
ebooks will be available at an online store accessed through aa.org and itunes.  Both Apple & Android 
being produced.  The Android apps will be free.  For Apple devices, GSO will be required to offer two 
payment methods for ebooks purchased for an Apple HHMD.  Payment method #1 Apple will take 30% 
of the sale and GSO receives the balance (70%).  When a user chooses payment method #2 GSO received 
100% of the proceeds, so it will be vital that we communicate to the fellowship the importance of 
selecting Method #2.  A member brought forward a suggestion for a pamphlet covering AA’s 3 legacies 
of service, unity and recovery together.  This was discussed and members will take back to their groups 
the idea and gather input.  More detailed outline will follow at next assembly for review. 

Public Information:  Johnette K. Good morning everyone, I am an alcoholic and my name is Johnette K.  
I feel privileged to serve as your area Public Information Service Coordinator.  I am pleased to announce 
our Committee now has an Alternate, Al B. and I thank Al for stepping up to the plate and sharing his 
experience with us.  In our workshop we reviewed the newest P.S.A. (Public Service Announcement), 
called My World. We took a short quiz about the history, usage and purposes of Public Service 
Announcements.  Our discussion included the creative usages and placements of P.S.A.’s within our 
communities as well as the usage of the other various P.I. tools we have available through our literature 
catalog.  I am also very pleased to present to you our new Area 14 Table-top display sitting at the front of 
the room.  I thank everyone who participated in the workshop, and remind the districts I am available for 
workshops.  I want to help all districts anyway I can to continue to carry the message to the public, and to 
those still suffering. 
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Treatment:  Deborah K.  35 in attendance.  Diego addressed the group and explained the new website 
would contain a page for each committee and encouraged us to provide him with the information we want 
posted.  We reviewed the conference approved agenda items.  Discussed the Bridging The Gap program 
and focused on updating the Bridging The Gap contact list.  Remainder of meeting was spent discussing 
various issues people have experienced with meetings at treatment facilities and how others have solved 
those problems.  I will be attending workshops in District 8 July 17th Almous Club and District 20 August 
13th Yana group.  If you need any information for the Bridging The Gap contact Alternate Joe N. or 
myself.  Thank you for allowing us to serve.  If you have not done so already please pick up a contact list 
for Treatment in your groups.  This is not a sponsor list we need a list of AA contacts for patients coming 
out of treatment. 
 
Administrative Reports -  
Finance:  Annette D. I am privileged to serve as your Finance Committee Chairperson.  District 
participation at Area level year to date is approximately 25%.  That is well in line with group participation 
at GSO.  GSO contributions through April are 26.19% this year to date.  Contributions are slightly below 
this time last year, but they usually pick up the second half of the year. Total income received is 75% of 
budgeted amount.  However, expenses are also down, 12% less then the projected amount.  Thanks to the 
generosity of our groups and the efforts of our trusted servants to conserve expenditures.   
The budget for 2012 was presented by the Treasurer and the Committee reviewed and accepted it as 
modified.  Our recommended budget will be published in the July minutes and voted on by you at the 
October Assembly.  Please take time to review it when you receive your minutes.  Call me if you have 
any questions. Thank you for the opportunity to serve.  We will have three motions to present under New 
Business. 
 
Growth:  Report given by Alternate Growth Chair-Lori S.  I am happy to report we had 7 of the 9 voting 
members present.  We briefly discussed the Agenda item outcome for the Policy Admissions Committee.  
The DCM from District 9 came to Growth to let us know that the GSR's from that District voted to go 
back to one DCM.   We had been asked to clarify 2 sections of the Structures & Guidelines to bring them 
into compliance with the current practices. These motions pertain to the Sunday Agenda reporting order 
for the Administrative Committees and the rule for voting members and the 9 o'clock deadline. These 
motions will be presented under "new business".  Thank you for allowing me to serve. 
 
Site & Agenda Chair:  Ken S.  Good Morning Again Everyone!  As your Alternate Chairperson, I am 
automatically assigned to Chair the Site & Agenda Administrative Committee.  We had 7 of the DCMs 
that serve on the Committee present as well as several other visitors.  A special thanks to Mary for taking 
such copious notes for me.  Thanks to my Alternate Chair, Randy W., and DCM for District 14 for taking 
care of the Spanish translation equipment at each Assembly.
