Area Chair: Vivian F. opened the meeting with the Serenity Prayer. Let the record show that the Assembly was 
brought to order at 9:00am on Sunday, April 6th, 2014. 
 

Registrar: Roll call was taken by Jeff P., Each District was called for attendance DCMs, Alternate DCMs, GSRs, 
Alternate GSRs, Panel 63, and Visitors.

OFFICER REPORTS 
 

Secretary: Joyce C. Motions from the January Assembly were e-mailed to the Webmaster within 7 days after the 
Assembly and posted to the password protected area of our website. 330 copies of minutes were made. Fifty went 
to the Area Chair for the GSR packets and the remaining copies were inserted into envelopes, given to the 
Registrar for mailing within 2 weeks after Assembly. There were 24 pages. The total duplication cost for this 
mailing was $237.60 this breaks down to 72¢ per packet or 3¢ per page – PLUS mailing costs. I would like to 
thank all Service Coordinators, Administrative Committees, and Officers for their quick submission of reports.  
 Having heard from Chet that there were motions missing from our “Advisory Actions”, I have researched 
Area motions back to January 2004, and updated Advisory Actions to reflect items which were missing. The 
updated Advisory Actions will go up on the website following assembly.   

Since I last saw you I attended the Florida State Convention Joint Advisory Council meeting on February 
1st, facilitated two group inventories. Are there are any changes to the previous Assembly’s minutes which have 
not been made known to me? CHAIR ENTERTAINED A MOTION TO ACCEPT THE MINUTES AS 
AMENDED. MOTION MADE TO ACCEPT THE MINUTES AS AMENDED SECONDED AND PASSED. 

 

Treasurer: Annette D.  My name is Annette D and I am privileged to serve as your treasurer.  Will the host 
district please pass the baskets?  Thank you for your continued generosity. If you will review the financial 
summary on the first page of the treasurer’s report, you will see that total income and group contributions 
continue to be above projection.  Income is $2100 more than projected. We spent $3,000 more than contributions 
received for the quarter – this is normal for this time of year due to Delegate’s Conference Fee and the Atlanta 
Delegate’s Get-together.  We are currently $4,519 over prudent reserve.  Work has begun on the 990 Federal Tax 
Return for 2013, the 2015 budget and the Annual Corporation filing has been completed.  Please remove all 
financial reports from tables when leaving.  Thank you again for your generosity and for the opportunity to serve. 
CHAIR ENTERTAINED A MOTION TO ACCEPT THE TREASURER’S REPORT SUBJECT TO AUDIT. 
MOTION MADE, SECONDED AND PASSED UNANIMOUSLY. 
 

Delegate: Marilyn B., Intro of past Delegates: Dan E.  Panel  45, Tom G.  Panel  51, Corliss G. Panel  53, 
Michael S. ,Panel  55, Chet P. , Panel 59 & our current S.E. Regional Trustee. We also have with us Tom K, 
Panel 52 Delegate from NH. Tom has traded in the cold N.E. for Jacksonville, FL and we hope he joins us 
frequently. 

It has been an amazing few months since we were last together as an Assembly. To our DCMs who 
organized the pre-conference workshops and to the entire panel that read the material & prepared yourself to do 
the job, my heartfelt thanks. No district that requested a workshop was denied. Area 14 provided 8 total 
preconference workshops in 4 weeks.  

There are a few people I need to mention who helped out with these workshops. To our Secretary Joyce 
C. & our Treasurer Annette D. who were willing to make presentations when our service coordinators had to 
work. To our Alt Delegate Glenn who made the trip to Tallahassee to give me a weekend off & to District 9 
DCM, Marcela W. who help Glenn to do a special preconference workshop for Dist 33. What a great team effort!   

There are few Delegate type things I would like to bring to your attention. December was the highest 
contributions to GSO EVER!  Contributions were $850,000.  Instead of a projected loss of $500,000 we ended the 
year with a $93,446 profit. 

The next thing I will discuss was music to my ears. Our General Service Board transferred 1.5 million 
dollars from the Reserve fund to the Pension Plan.  You have heard me mention the $10 million Defined Benefit 
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liability.  By transferring the 1.5M we were able to receive higher interest and reduce cash contributions to the 
Pension Plan by $30,000 per year. I feel this was a VERY sound decision & I applaud our General Service Board. 

I hope you all picked up a new bookmark.  The new flip side is our unity statement. As I mentioned 
yesterday unity does not mean uniformity. We will NOT always agree on the issues. Since I truly believe what 
you and I do here saves lives I would like to close my report with the last 2 lines of the Declaration of Unity 
Statement & I invite you to join me. “For on A.A. unity depend our lives, and the lives of those to come. “ 
 

Alternate Delegate’s Report:  Glenn W., Since we last met, your Delegate and I have once again spent a good 
portion of our waking hours going through our Conference agenda items. We attended the Delegates Get-
Together in Atlanta, then quickly distributed the background material, researched past conference material, 
questioned past and current Delegates and Trustees, and worked with our Panel volunteers and then hit the road 
for the pre-conference workshops totaling 1,200 miles travelled during March. 

I want to thank everyone for their participation in this important conference process - our privilege and 
obligation as members of Alcoholics Anonymous. Have a great conference Marilyn.

If I don’t have current, 
up-to-date GSR and Alt GSR as well as DCM/Alt DCM info, we’re likely to have a big mess on our hands, and 
registration will take much longer than necessary for all involved.  Currently I estimate there are 75-100 groups 
where we don’t have current information.

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SPECIAL REPORTS 
 

58th Florida State Convention Report: Report presented by Joyce C., because Lisa Had to be at her Area 
Assembly in So. Florida. From: Lisa D., I’m an alcoholic a member of the Mountain Group my sobriety date is 
September 11, 1982 the Chair for the 58th Florida State Convention and my name is Lisa Dempsey.  
“Serenity at the Beach” will be July 16-20, 2014 at the Harbor Beach  Marriott Resort and Spa.  

A Guidance Committee of 7 people (myself, 2 Co Chairs, Secretary, Treasurer, Asst. Treasurer and 
Program Chair) have been meeting monthly. Several members of the Guidance Committee are liaisons and help 
each Committee as we progress. We are having monthly planning meetings for all of the Committees to attend. 
The wonderful speakers have been selected, confirmed and have made their travel arrangements. Most of the 
speakers will also be participating in one of our many workshops. Our Graphics Chair designed a beautiful trifold 
registration form (English and now Spanish), vivid postcards and will soon be working on our printed program. 
Our website 58.flstateconvention.com has online registration as well as a registration form (English and Spanish) 
that can be printed and mailed. Our Website Committee is keeping the information up to date.  They have added a 
link for the Marathon Meeting and Hospitality volunteer information. We are looking for groups from all over the 
state of Florida to participate.  

Also on the website you will find the link to get your hotel room. The Harbor Beach Marriott Resort and 
Spa is sold out for Friday and Saturday night. We currently have 534 people registered for the hotel using 1684 
room nights of our 1669 room night block (101%). Information on the overflow hotel (Sheraton Beach Resort 
which is located right next door) and how to get on the waiting list for the Harbor Beach Marriott is on the 
website as well. We have a 140 room night block at the Sheraton and currently we have 151 room nights booked 
(108%). We expect the numbers at the Marriott and Sheraton to fluctuate as rooms are cancelled at the Harbor 
Beach Marriott and people from the wait list are moved into the host hotel and cancel their rooms at the overflow 
hotel.  

Before this weekend started we had 907 people registered (847 AA, 41 Al-Anon, and 19 Guests). We 
have sold 206 of 500 Friday banquets, 98 of 150 Friday ice cream socials, 443 of 700 Saturday banquets, 111 of 
150 Saturday ice cream socials and $4443 worth of merchandise. Some of the merchandise items are presale only 
so please order in advance so you won’t be disappointed that your item is sold out at the convention. Registration 
for our various sports activities is starting to pick up (4 Beach Horseshoes, 4 Beach Volleyball. 16 Golf, and 68 
for the 2 Mile Beach Run/Walk) Many of the sports events will utilize our wonderful beach location this year. 
Entertainment is working on some fun events for all to enjoy. The Al-Anon, LGBT, Spanish and YP Committees 
have slated many exciting meetings and workshops to take place in their rooms.  

Karen V., our Treasurer has provided this Committee with a Profit & Loss statement. We will both be 
attending the Joint Advisory Committee meeting on May 3rd in Kissimmee. I am sorry that I have to email this 
report to Area 14 since your Assembly weekend is also the same as Area 15. The enthusiasm for this convention 
is tremendous with volunteers from Palm Beach, Broward and Miami Dade Counties. 
 

NFAC Florida State Convention Oversight Committee:  Glenn W., Alt. delegate & Chair of this committee 
and Treasurer of Joint Advisory Committee, Joyce C., Member of Oversight Committee and Joint Advisory 
Committee. Glenn and I attended the last Florida State Convention Joint Advisory Committee (JAC) held in 
Kissimmee on February 1st where we received a report from the 58th Florida State Convention (Fort Lauderdale), 
and from the 59th Florida State Convention (Orlando). In addition, the meeting focused on discussion of 
requirements in order to make it easier for future conventions to set up and function. We were presented a bid 
package by So. Florida for the 60th State Convention to be held in Innisbrook in 2016. The committee made some 
suggestions for improving the contract and the presenting parties were quite receptive to the input. 
     At yesterday’s oversight committee meeting, Glenn reported on the February Joint Advisory Committee 
activities, we received a progress report from Lisa D. on the 58th in Ft Lauderdale, and Richie C. on the 59th in 
Orlando.  The remainder of the meeting centered on discussing composition of the Florida State Convention Joint 
Advisory Committee on which Glenn and I both serve as representatives of North Florida as well as the 
responsibilities of this Committee to review contracts and progress of the current Convention committee. The 
basic structures of both committees (Florida State Convention Joint Advisory Committee and the Florida State 
Convention Oversight Committee) were discussed generating ideas on how to make them both better and simpler 
for future conventions. 
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SERVICE COORDINATOR REPORTS 
 

Accessibilities — Kay M., Renee G., Alt.  -   As we had no Agenda items to discuss, we were able to have a 
regular workshop with 15 in attendance.  Archivist Scott B. gave a very informative report on the role the 
Accessibilities pamphlet (developed by Area 14) played in encouraging other Areas to establish Accessibilities 
committees in the late 1990's. Copies were sent all over the country; in a few years the number of Area 
Accessibilities committees almost doubled.  
 So much has changed in the ensuing years, however, that much of the text needs updating. We spent the 
rest of the workshop on a line-by-line review of the pamphlet, work which will be continued at our next 
workshop.  Special thanks to Alternate Service Coordinator Renee G. for her note-taking and other duties during 
the workshop, and to September-Grace W. for furnishing a poster-sized replica of the pamphlet. 
 This month we will be repeating our video presentation, "Perspectives of Disability" that was offered here 
at Assembly last October.  It will be part of the District 21 workshop being held on Saturday, April 19, in Holly 
Hill (Daytona Beach area). Thank you for allowing me to serve. 
 

Archives — Vicki E., We had no conference agenda items. We invited District 7 to bring their archives to our 
workshop, special thanks to them. They also gave us a history lesson on District 7, their old timers and how they 
got their information. And, also they gave us a presentation on oral histories, what to do and what not to do when 
obtaining them, it was very informative. We also took some time and went over the purpose of having a mission 
statement, how important it is to define what archives items you will are willing to collect. We also looked over 
the North Florida Collection Policy and took in some very good information back and forth. There were 50 people 
in attendance. 
 

Archivist — Scott B., April 2014 Assembly Archivist Report  
We have made the move and gotten all the Area Archives in St. Cloud, Fl. Had some difficulty getting the correct 
sized single unit; but were able to finally unpack in March. We requested two items at Finance Committee, which 
will come out as motions. 

We also had a request from January Archive workshop regarding Area 14 (Deed of Gift paperwork). This 
has been fulfilled. Rita and Alex of NFAC website have posted the Area 14 (Deed of gift) paperwork. It is now 
available for use in a digital fillable form. Thank you Rita and Alex!! Items added to Area 14 Archives:  
(1). 2012 National A.A. Archives workshop bid display board -- Used by Stephen R. past Area 14 archivist to 
bring the National Archives workshop to Cocoa Beach, Fl. Oct/4-7/2012 Donated by Cecilia R. past North Fl.

(2). 2013 original print of A.A. Grows in Florida, Group Tree. Now framed and on display. This is a remake and 
update to an earlier version that was deteriorating. Donated to North Florida Area Archives by: Kevin the 
archivist from Jacksonville. We will use this to update our travelling Archive road show!  
(3). List of Delegates for the North Florida Area: Listing of Area 14 current and past Delegates from the 
beginning of our Area in 1951 through 2014, this is an insert for the coffee pot /history book that Cecilia R. made 
during her term as Archivist. Used for handouts and Area information. Donated by Cecilia R.  
(4). First Annual Florida Archives workshop a complete success with 162 in attendance, including speakers from 
G.S.O. Archives (Michelle) and Akron Archivist Gail L. “Women behind the Men in A.A.” We have archived the 
9 CD set of all the audio presentations from the kickoff meeting and all workshops; along with a signed program 
of all presenters, workshop flier, attendee badging & sign up sheet. Also gave away a 40 year old Grapevine 
(Sept. 1974) & a 2nd Edition Big book (13th print) Anyone interested in information on the CDs please shoot a 
request to visionaudio@verizon.net.  
(5). Expanded the Group History binder, the original was too cramped. And thanks to a request from District 21 
we have created a new (Florida) archive world directory binder with the old Group history one. Now Groups can 
now look up registered group info by city back to 1968. Thank you Yvonne N. DCM District 21.  
(6). After a request from Accessibilities for information on the origins of the Area 14 Accessibilities pamphlet; we 
were lucky in discovering the first 4 pages of the Oct 95 Assembly which contain the attendance for all Saturday 
workshops and approved 96 budget. And updated the website. Thank you to Kay M. Accessibilities Coordinator.  
 
Corrections — Mike R., Richard H. Alt. There were 46 in attendance. Main topic was Conference Agenda Items.  
Richard was introduced as the new Alt. Corrections Service Coordinator. 
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Grapevine/La Vina — Richard C., Alt. Ruben S.  We covered only Agenda Items for my workshop, but, need to 
report the following: My Alt. Ruben S. And myself would like to thank District 19 for their Service as Host 
District for the Grapevine / La Vina. They had store sales of $389.50 and Ticket sales of $362.00 allowing for 12 
subscriptions be given away. Thank you for allowing me to serve. 
 

Intergroup — Ruth R., The first half our workshop revolved around discussion on 2 Conference Agenda  
items for Policy/Admissions.  After that we were privileged to have Blaine B, a member of the E-Tech team,  
give us a compressed version of their presentation on “AA and Advancing Technologies”.  This was a shorter 
version of the presentation they’ve given at 6 Regional Forums as well as the 28th Annual Intergroup/Central 
Office/AAWS/AAGV Seminar. The E-Tech team sees a tremendous need for an arm of AA that will serve  
to help all AA service groups or committees with their technological needs.  Considering how many Central 
Offices, Groups and Clubs have websites and the proliferation of Social Media, one begins to understand the need 
for some help or organization in this area. 
 The first National AA Technology Workshop will be in St Louis later this year.  At this event, AA 
members will be able to share and demonstrate technology related experience with each other in support of AA. 
 In their own words, they’ll be meeting to “share our Experience Strength and Hope with each other and to 
solve our common problems as they relate to our special workers and members who are engaged in using 
technology to support our “Primary Purpose”.

Literature — Chad H., The workshop covered primarily Conference Agenda Items. The last few minutes Jason, 
from the 226 Men’s Group, District 18 brought a motion, they are currently looking to see if a Daily Reflections 
Volume II possibly is produced. We’ll be spending the next quarter pulling together information resulting in a full 
forward at the next assembly. 
 

Public Information — Sheryl R., Melanie E., Agenda items only. 
 

Treatment — Mike J., I assumed the position of Treatment Service Coordinator at mid-panel, one week before 
the January (2014) Assembly. Since then, I have participated in two Pre-Conference Agenda sharing sessions, and 
advised District 6 (St. Augustine) on establishing a Treatment committee and providing meetings at a new detox 
facility in their district; and two area workshops at the Assembly 
 At this assembly at the Treatment Workshop 21 members present voted on an Agenda Item. The balance 
of the time was used to review the Treatment Committee Kit, discussion about the Bridging the Gap program and 
how to handle AA members who bring meetings into treatment facilities as independent operators who don’t want 
to cooperate with the district or anyone else. BTG Volunteers were invited to give their contact information and 
District number to the coordinator after the session. 
 

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS 
 

Finance Committee — Lori P., Chair, Alt. Chair& Note-taker: Marcela W. The finance committee meeting was 
called to order with 17 in attendance. Our treasurer presented the financial report with expenses slightly up for the 
first quarter of the year 2014 which was not unexpected. Prudent reserve funds remain over maximum required by 
our prudent reserve guidelines. They are at $4519. We reviewed Conference Agenda items and had discussion 
around those. The committee also heard requests for funding which will be brought to this body as motions for 
your vote. The first motion will be to fund the purchase a new laptop for the NFAC Secretary, secondly, to 
purchase 2 external hard drives not to exceed $200. for Archives storage, and thirdly a motion to fund the 
Archives Service Coordinator and the Archivist to attend the National AA Archives Workshop and that funding 
would be up to but not to exceed $1500 for 2014 only. A fourth request that was brought to the committee was 
tabled for further consideration and will be included on our agenda in July. Thank you to those who participated 
and for your continued support to our area as well as to our service structure. 
 

Growth Committee — Glenn W., discussion of the motion to revise the State Convention Oversight 
Committee’s Composition I stated something to the effect of “according to the Advisory Actions we have been 
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unauthorized to serve on the Convention Joint Advisory Committee since 2006”.  This caused some concern and 
as a result, our Past Alternate Delegate and Growth Committee Chairperson during 2007 contacted me and our 
Secretary Joyce C.  After some research by Joyce, she discovered that a motion had actually been made and 
passed in January 2007 to continue participation in the State Convention Joint Advisory Committee that was 
never transferred into an Advisory Action.  She has since corrected the past omission and all is good.  Going 
forward, this new information doesn’t change the intent or impact of the motion passed last Assembly, but I want 
to re-assure the members that the North Florida Area was not at any time unauthorized to serve the Florida State 
Convention.  I want to thank our Secretary Joyce for doing the research through the past minutes and correcting 
this.  I also want to thank our current S.E. Regional Trustee Chet P., who currently has a really intense travel 
schedule serving the Board and all of the S.E. Region but still attends here when he can.  Chet as well as all of our 
Past Delegates provide an invaluable legacy of service to our Area. 

Yesterday after concluding discussion of the conference agenda items, we assessed the report from the 
Ad-hoc Committee on Structures and Guidelines and started to discuss how we will take inventory of our 
Structures and Guidelines. 
 

Site and Agenda Committee — Heather V-W., Kelly J. Alt., As Alternate Chair I'm also assigned to the Site & 
Agenda Committee: Kelly J. Alternate Site & Agenda reports there were 10 in attendance. There were 8 of the 11 
DCMs currently assigned to the committee present and we had a few visitors. I was pleased to report this 
Assembly the Hotel has extended our cut-off date and honored the NFAC group rate up until day of arrival based 
on availability. We met our room block for April and no room rental or attrition will be assigned for April's 
Assembly. 

We reviewed the task assigned to the Committee in January which was to update and revise the Host 
District Responsibilities for the 2014 NFAC Assemblies and assign Districts to all 2014 Assemblies. We all 
agreed to forward these Host District Responsibilities to the Webchair for consideration for post to the 
aanorthflorida.org website. There are still a few more Host District position(s) open for July and October. If you 
would like to have your District participate please bring the duties back to your group for vote and reach out to me 
and I'll check availability and sign-up. 

We discussed and are in the process of preparing proposal(s) for the upcoming rotation so that other 
geographic regions may be an option for 2017-2018 Assemblies. There was also discussion with regards to 
service resumes, the spirit of rotation and spiritually and service. Thank you for the opportunity to serve! 
 

Web Site Committee Report — Rita C., Chair. The Chairperson gave a report. The Secretary had the January 
motions and the minutes ready for posting well before the required time. Various Pre-Conference and Districts 
workshops flyers got posted to the activities page. The Delegate posted various articles to the Delegate’s Corner. 
The pro’s and con’s were discussed on the use of “MailChimp” for bulk mailing. The committee voted 
unanimously to use the free version of “MailChimp”. 

It was suggested to the chairperson to look into the possibility of reconstructing the Web Site Committee. 
This is to bring it in line with the other three administrative committees. Requested that Committee members 
email the chairperson their ideas and suggestions within the next month. She will then compile all and email to 
committee members to be discussed in the July committee meeting. 

It has been a year (12 mos.) so the password protected part of the site password will be changed April 7th.

NEW BUSINESS: 
 

Sense of the Assembly – Marilyn B., Delegate. Whether we should continue to participate in an annual event that 
we call the South East Regional Conference. I have been asked by our current South East Regional Trustee to 
bring a sense of the North Florida Area Conference to conference at the Delegate’s luncheon that takes place on 
Wednesday, and by the way our Trustee is here to hear your sense of the assembly this morning. This conference 
was started years ago, in the 40’s. It was when we had no other things going on. It was a handful of alcoholics 
who wished to put on an event to do service type workshops on the traditions and concepts. Over the years it has 
never been able to self-support itself, so a few years back it was decided to combine it with a convention taking 
place in the South East Region. What ended up happening last year in Columbia, SC it became totally apparent to 
sitting delegates who spend quite a bit of time preparing for workshops to do at the conference that people were 
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not attending. I know I spent a long time in preparing for a live time walk through of the Grapevine website and I 
did that workshop twice; in the morning we had about twenty people and in the afternoon about fifteen. This is a 
four day event that costs the area approximately $2,000 a year because you not only fund your Delegate but also 
your Alternate Delegate. With the new insurgence of another bi-yearly event called SSAASA, some of the 
delegates in the SE have gotten together and said we’re funding an awful lot of these events and it is becoming 
cost prohibitive. So it was based on not only amount of dollars being expended, but also because we are not 
seeing the participation. When you combine a service event with a state convention which is basically a fun event, 
sponsors bring their sponsees, have fellowship, listen to speaker meetings, this conference seems to get lost in the 
whole shuffle. So what we are doing to day is that I need a sense from you whether we should continue to support 
the SERC or discontinue it now that we have SSAASA and move forward. We didn’t have a structured 
organization in the past. I’ve spoken to some people who have been around a lot longer than me; a past SER 
Trustee and panel 47 Delegate, Dick G. and they have said that it just may be time maybe it has just outlived it 
usefulness. So, I ask you to give me some sense as to how you would like me to vote at the Delegate’s Luncheon. 
And, we will be discussing how you feel about it. Question: What is SSAASA? SSAASA is the Southern States 
AA Service Assembly. We had originally proposed to participate in it under another name which was SERAASA 
(South East Regional AA Service Assembly) but it was decided I guess to use SSAASA. But it is a service 
assembly where people in the region get together. We are asking for a sense of the assembly as to whether we 
want to continue with the SERC which seems to be lacking in interest now, or whether we should discontinue 
participation. QUESTION: What does this support look like? Is it financial or encouraging people to go? 
ANSWER: The support is not only financial in the funding of your Delegate and Alternate Delegate, but it is 
asking you folks to participate as well. QUESTION: Do you feel it is useful to the still-suffering alcoholic to 
attend that conference? ANSWER: At this particular point, the participation in the delegates’ workshops and they 
are varied on different service topics, I don’t really know that I can answer your question in any definitive 
manner. The workshops in the last couple of years the conference have been poorly attended. I can tell you that 
when the SERC is in conjunction with the North or South Florida convention, SERC gets lost. So much activity is 
going on at conventions that service conferences are not people’s priority. If you are at a convention in Fort 
Lauderdale you are more likely to be at the beach not in workshops, sorry that’s the reality. CHAIR: At this time 
I will take a sense of the Assembly: Those who are in favor to continue to support the South East Regional 
Conference. 4 votes FOR. Those who are in favor to discontinue the south east regional conference signify 
by raising hands. PASSED SUBSTANTIAL UNANIMITY.
