Should the Group actualize less than 160 room nights, 
per Assembly, then, a credit of $9.74 shall be made for each room night paid in Attrition 
charges to 160 room nights. 

• No load-in/load-out charge from hotel for Group's use of an outside AV provider 
• Up to 5 meeting room keys which Group will be responsible for. Meeting room doors will 

remain locked by Hotel for access by Group.

The above rates will be offered, on a space-available and rate-available basis, to Events attendees 3 days prior 
and 3 days after the dates of the Events. Reqnests will be accommodated to the best of the Hotel's ability. 
Check in time is 3:00 p.m. ET. Check out time is 12:00 noon. Attendees will receive accommodations prior to 
3:00 p.m. ET as available. A late check-out charge equal to fifty percent (50%) of the room rate plus tax will be 
applied to each room vacated after 3:00 p.m. After 6:00 p.m., the full day room rate plus tax will be charged. 
All late checkouts are subject to availability. 

 

2.2 Taxes. Currently guest room taxes total 12.5%. The above rates do not include any applicable state or 
municipal taxes, fees or assessments. Group shall be responsible for any applicable taxes, fees or assessments, 
the amounts of which are subject to change by applicable government agencies with or without notice. If 
Group is claiming tax-exempt status, then (1) Group must present all documentation required by Hotel by the 
Cutoff Date and pay in the manner specified by Hotel and (2) Group hereby accepts all liability and agrees to 
indemnify Hotel for all taxes paid and all costs incurred, including attorney fees, if a taxing authority requires 
that Hotel remit tax for the room nights covered by this Agreement. Any credit card nmnber must be 
masked so that no more than the first six digits and the last four digits are displayed. 

 

2.3 Early Departure Fee. All sleeping rooms shall be subject to an Early Departure Fee equal to one night's 
room rate, plus applicable fees, taxes and assessments. Group assumes responsibility for disclosing, to all 
attendees of the Event, this early departure fee. 

 

2.4 Arrival Date. The term "Arrival Date" in this Agreement refers to earlier of the first date of each Room 
Block and the first of any Functions. 

 

2.5 Cut-off Date. After 21 days prior to each Group's arrival (the "Cut-off Date"), Hotel shall be permitted 
to release, for sale to the general public or to other groups, any room nights in the Room Block that have not 
been reserved as provided in this Agreement. Hotel will continue to accept reservations from Group's 
attendees after that date at the prevailing room rate, subject to availability. The release of room nights after 
the Cutoff Date for each Event shall not release Group from any liability for Sleeping Room Performance as 
provided in this Agreement.

Each individual guest must make his or her 
own reservation by calling 1-866-837-5175 or booking with a Marriott groups link provided so that 
individuals may make reservations at their convenience online at the negotiated rates no later than the 
respective Cutoff Dates. Guests calling in for reservations must identify themselves as members of Group. All 
reservations must be accompanied by a first night room deposit or guaranteed with a major credit card. If a 
guest does not cancel a reservation within seventy-two (72) hours before 3:00pm ET of the guest's check-in 
date, then Hotel may charge the credit card one night's room fee plus any applicable taxes.

All food and beverage served on the premises  of  Hotel must be supplied  and prepared  by Hotel.  In addition,  
no remaining food or beverage shall be removed from the premises of the Hotel. 

 
Hotel reserves the right to modify the meeting rooms contracted, provided such modification is of like meeting 
space and is suitable for the number of attendees, set-up, and type of function, but will only do so after 
consulting with the Group in writing. Group must obtain final approval from Hotel before publishing function 
room names. 

 

3.Z Function Room Set-up and Operation. Group must obtain advance written approval from Hotel before 
Group, or any independent contractor of Group, may set up its own equipment, displays or facilities for any 
Function. Group and/or any such contractor shall coordinate all such deliveries/set ups with sufficient 
advance notice to Hotel. Group will be responsible and shall indemnify Hotel for any damage that Group, or its 
employees, agents or contractors, causes to persons or property within Hotel arising out of or related to any 
property brought to Hotel's premises by Group or any contractor of Group or by setup or operation of any 
equipment, facilities or displays on the premises of Hotel by Group or any independent contractor of Group. 

 
If there are extensive function room set-ups or elaborate staging, Hotel may charge additional set-up fees, as 
mutually agreed. If equipment is necessary that exceeds Hotel's inventory, then Group agrees to pay for the 
cost of renting the additional equipment. If any rigging is required, it must be arranged through the Hotel and 
Group shall be responsible for all rigging costs. 

 

3.3 Outside Contractors. If Group intends to use the services of any contractor unaffiliated with Hotel to 
provide any services within the Hotel's premises before, during or after the Event (including, without 
limitation, security companies, decorators, florists and audio-visual service providers), Group shall provide 
written notice to Hotel at least 30 days before the Arrival Date identifying the contractor(s), and the 
contractor(s) shall not be allowed onto the premises of the Hotel without Hotel's advance written consent. If 
Hotel is required under any collective bargaining agreement, requirements contract or any other contract to 
incur any expense if a particular service provider or set of employees does not perform services that Group 
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wishes to perform itself or to have performed by an outside contractor, then Group shall be responsible for 
these expenses, which shall be added to the Master Account. Hotel may require a representative any outside 
contractor invited to Hotel by Group to sign a release and indemnification of Hotel, in a form provided by Hotel 
and to provide evidence of insurance reasonably acceptable to Hotel. Hotel will provide Group a copy of its 
standard form for this purpose upon request. 

 

3.1 llxhibitors.

3.5 Function Room Usage Fees. Based on the contracting of all four (4) NFAC Assembly programs in 2022, 
along with a pickup of at least 80% of the room nights booked per program, Hotel will waive the Function 
Room Usage Fee. If Group seeks to modify the Room Block or the size or number of Functions, Hotel reserves 
the right to charge Function Room Usage Fees applying rates ordinarily assessed by Hotel for use of the 
applicable spaces. 

 

3.6 Banquet Services: A minimum of $1,200.00 in food and beverage must be spent at each of the Group's 
four (4) NFAC Assembly 2022 groups (the "F&B Revenues"). These F&B Revenues do not include room rental, 
meeting space rental, service charges, tax and labor charges, audio-visual, parking or any other miscellaneous 
charges incurred. Group is required to pay Hotel the full F&B Revenues, regardless of whether Group actually 
charges that amount. Group is required to pay Hotel any amounts exceeding the F&B Revenues. 
Administrative fees= 23% and Taxes= 6.5%. Administrative fees are taxable. 

 

3.7 Liquor License. Group understands that Hotel's liquor license requires that beverages only be dispensed 
by Hotel employees or bartenders. Alcoholic beverage service may be denied to those guests who appear to 
be intoxicated or are under age. 

 

3.8 Audio-Visual Services. ENCORE'" is our in-house Audio/Visual department, a£4he eontracter for all ef 
your audio/visual needs at our Hotel. !'er groups utilizing the Hetcl'&-meeting space and/or one or more of 
the Hetel's Ballroems, an on site EMCOR!l representative should be contracted ts be available ts the company 
at all times.

ENCORE will be available to supplement your program with any 
additional equipment needs on-site, offer advice and assistance, and act as technical liaison with Engineering 
and other applicable Hotel departments. This responsibility also includes familiarization and instruction on 
the use of all ballroom/exhibit halls, sound and lighting systems, and the customization of existing room 
lighting levels. 

 
•ENCORE is the exclusive provider of audio visual services in specific areas of the Hotel: All Guest Rooms, 
Hospitality Suites & Hotel Suites, Pool Locations 

•Outside AV providers must provide  their own carts for  projectors, the  Hotel  does not  provide  cocktail  tables (as 
we do not have the inventory to support). ENCORE can provide projector tables @  $30.00++  each  per  day. 
Projector tables must be ordered one week prior to the start of the event 

•Outside AV Production Package - Charges for this service will be waived. 

•Basic AV Power Package - Charges for this setvice will be posted at $75.00++ per day for (1) Extension Cord, (1) 
Power Strip, and Taping of Power Cords for Clients. These fees are to ensure your program is in conformance with 
o,,r in-house standards.

3.9 In-House Equipment. Hotel will provide, at no charge, a reasonable amount of meeting equipment (for 
example, chairs, tables, chalkboards, etc,), These complimentary arrangements do not include special setups 
or extraordinary formats that would deplete Hotel's present in-house equipment to the point of requiring 
rental of an additional supply to accommodate Group's needs, If such special setups or extraordinary 
formats are requested, Hotel will present Group two (2) alternatives: (1) charging Group the rental cost for 
additional equipment, or (2) changing the extraordinary setup to a standard format, avoiding the additional 
cost. 

 

3.10 Facilities. Group agrees to remove all equipment and temporary sets, if any, after completion of its use of 
the Hotel and to leave the Hotel in similar condition as when entered upon by Group, reasonable wear and tear 
accepted. 

 
Menu prices will be confirmed no later than 45 days before each Event's Arrival Date, Food and Beverage 
prices shall be quoted exclusive of any applicable taxes. Group shall be responsible for all such taxes. Group 
must submit final menu selections to Hotel no later than 30 days before each Event's Arrival date (the 
"Menu Deadline").

If Hotel, at its discretion, presents a copy of the Master Account to an Authorized Representative of Group 
during the Events, the Authorized Representative shall review the Master Account before the end of each 
Events, and shall sign the Master Account if all charges therein are consistent with this Agreement and 
otherwise acceptable. Any such presentation or acceptance of the Master Account shall not prohibit Hotel 
from making later adjustments to the Master Account if such adjustments are consistent with this Agreement. 

 
Group will have available an authorized representative at each event who will be presented a check prior to 
the conclusion of each respective event. Such representative shall verify that all charges are correct and 
consistent with this Agreement and any changes and shall sign off on such check.

ARTICLE IV: BILLING /CREDIT PROCEDURES 

4.1 Sleeping Room Payment. Individual guests will pay their  own  sleeping room  rates  (including any  tax) 
and incidental charges (e.g. room service, parking fees). At the time of check-in, each guest will be required to 
present a major credit card whose brand is accepted by Hotel, on which Hotel may place a hold or process a 
prepayment in the amount of the guest's estimated charges. 

 

4.2 Function and other Event-Related Charges. Group will be responsible for all other charges incurred 
pursuant to this Agreement, including (without limitation) any Function Room Usage Fees, audio visual 
charges, fees for food and beverage at Functions. All such charges shall be billed to each respective Event's 
Master Account and will be subject to applicable sales tax. 

 

4.3 Group's Master Account. The term "Master Account" means a running invoice that includes all amounts 
payable by Group to Hotel under any provision of this Agreement. Four (4) separate Master Accounts will be 
set up by the Hotel - one for each of the four (4) Events. By the respective Cut-off Dates, Group will identify 
to Hotel, in writing, at least one representative of Group who will be present on the premises of Hotel 
throughout the Events (each an "Authorized Representative"). Group hereby authorizes each Authorized 
Representative to incur charges to the Master Accounts, for example by signing banquet event orders. 

 
The following individual(s), whether or not they are present at the Events, shall have authority to incur 
charges to the Master Accounts:

4.4 Deposit. A nonrefundable advance payment of $2,000.00 will be required in order to hold arrangements 
on a definite basis, (This represents an advance payment of $500,00 for each of the four (4) programs.) The 
nonrefundable advance deposit represents a "good faith" payment that will be used in part to pay for any 
attrition or cancellation fees that may be incurred. This advance payment is due upon contract signing and 
will be credited toward the Master Accounts of NFAC Assembly 1, NFAC Assembly 2, NFAC Assembly 3 and 
NFAC Assembly 4,

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Payment by Credit Card 
If Group wishes to pay any portion of its obligation by credit card, the credit card information must be 
entered into our secure online web-site, An Electronic Credit Card Link will be sent via email and must be 
completed and returned with contract. At the conclusion of the event and accounting review, any estimated 
amounts charged due as a refund will be credited back to the credit card, 

 
Attendees will pay their own room, tax and incidentals incurred by them at the Hotel. At the time of check-in, 
guests will be required to pre-pay for their estimated charges by a credit card, cash or check. Group will be 
responsible for all other charges incurred pursuant to this Agreement, including function room rentals, audio 
visual charges, catered group food and beverage and ancillary charges, All charges that are billed through the 
Hotel via Group Master Account will be subject to a 23% administrative fee plus 6.5% state tax, 

 

4.5 Outstanding Balance. Any outstanding balance of each Master Account will be due and payable by Group 
upon receipt of an invoice from Hotel. If payment is not received  within  thirty (30)  days, a  finance  charge 
equal to the lesser of one and one half percent (1-1/2%) per month (18% Annual Rate) and  the maximum  
allowed by law will be added to the unpaid balance  commencing on  the invoice date.  Any payment  by Group 
or acceptance by Hotel of an amount less than any amount due by Group shall be deemed solely as a partial 
payment of the full amount due, No endorsement or statement on any check or any letter accompanying any 
payment shall be deemed an accord and satisfaction, and Hotel may accept such check or payment without 
prejudice to Hotel's right to recover the balance of all amounts due or pursue any other remedies available to 
Hotel under this Agreement or in law or in equity. 

 
 

ARTICLE V: CANCELLATION 

5.1 Cancellation by Gronp. The following table contains an estimate (which the parties acknowledge and 
agree is reasonable) of the revenue to be generated from each of the four (4) Events. The table itself is not 
intended to warrant that each Event will generate these amounts of revenue. Neither is the table intended to 
prevent Hotel from generating more than these amounts of revenue from each Event.

Group acknowledges that if it cancels or otherwise substantially abandons any  of  the  Events  (a 
"Cancellation"), Hotel will be harmed. Group further acknowledges that the later Group notifies Hotel of a 
Cancellation, the more harm Hotel will likely incur, because Hotel will have less time  to  mitigate its  damages 
by marketing the sleeping room nights and function rooms  to other customers  and  individual  guests.  Group 
also acknowledges that the actual amount of Hotel's damages from any Cancellation would be difficult to 
calculate. Therefore, the parties agree that if a Cancellation should occur for any reason (including Group's 
relocation of any of the Events to another hotel or resort), then Group  shall  pay Hotel, as liquidated  damages 
and not as a penalty, the applicable amount identified below, plus any applicable taxes and service charge (a 
"Cancellation Fee").

Either party may cancel the Agreement without liability to the other party upon the 
occurrence of any event or circumstance beyond the control of such party, including acts of God, declared 
war in the United States, acts of terrorism in the city where the Hotel premises is located, government 
regulations, disaster, strikes or civil disorder, curtailment of transportation that prevents at least fifty 
percent (50%) of the attendees from attending the peak night of the Room Block, to the extent that the 
above described event(s) or circumstance(s) makes it illegal or impossible for Hotel to provide, or for 
Group in general to use, the premises of Hotel.

ARTICLE VI: PERFORMANCE REQUIREMENTS 
6.1 Sleeping Room Performance. Group acknowledges that if it holds these Events, but Group and/or guests 
attending the Events do not purchase the full amount of the Room Blocks, then Hotel will be harmed. Group 
also acknowledges that the actual amount of Hotel's damages from sale of less than the full amount of the 
Room Blocks would be difficult to calculate. Therefore, the parties agree that if the Events are held, but less 
than eighty percent (80%) of the Total Guestroom Revenue identified in the table above is generated, then

If Group hires an outside security service provider, 
Gronp must provide Hotel with a copy of its agreement with the service provider, which shall indemnify Hotel, 
its owner, its management company and their respective parents, subsidiaries and affiliates, and all of their 
respective owners, me1nbers, partners, directors, officers, employees, representatives and agents, from and 
against any liabilities related to the security services, Under no circumstances shall any armed security 
personnel be permitted onto the premises of Hotel without Hotel's advanced written approval, which Hotel 
may withhold in its sole and absolute discretion, 

 

7.4 Shipping and Packages. If Group will be shipping packages to Hotel, Group must notify Hotel at least one 
week in advance of each Event. Each package sent to Hotel must include the name of Group Event, the Arrival 
Date and the number of items contained in the package, Each package should arrive no earlier  than three  (3) 
days before the respective Event's Arrival Date, Hotel reserves the right to add storage fees to the respective 
Master Accounts for any packages that arrive earlier. Receiving charges will apply for all packages shipped to 
Hotel. Charges will vary based on weight of package, Pricing should be confirmed prior to sending packages  
with Convention Services Manager. Hotel shall have no liability for the delivery, security or condition of the 
packages.

Hotel may 
change Hotel's designated contact at any time upon notice. Hotel will not be bound by any notice unless 
delivered to Hotel in the manner specified herein. 

 

7.6 Damage to Hotel Premises. To the fullest extent permitted by law, Group assumes full responsibility for 
any damage done to the Hotel during your Events or any setup for the Events or disassembly after the Events, 
to the extent that such damage is caused by Group, its employees, guests, agents, or contractors (other than 
Hotel and its subcontractors), including any damage resulting from the installation, placement, and removal of 
Group's displays, equipment, exhibits, or other items.

Any attempted assignment or transfer hy Group without such consent may, at the option of 
Hotel, be deemed to be a Cancellation, in which case Group shall be liable for a Cancellation Fee set forth 
herein. 

 

7.15 Miscellaneous. Each person signing this Agreement warrants that he or she is authorized to bind the 
party for which he or she is signing. Any provision of this Agreement that is deemed unenforceable shall be 
ineffective to the extent of such unenforceability without invalidating or rendering the remainder of this 
Agreement invalid. Each party shall execute such other and further documents as may be necessary to carry 
out the intention as well as to comply with the provisions of this Agreement. The failure of either party to 
insist1    at  any time, on strict performance  of  any terms  or conditions  of  this Agreement, or  to  exercise  any 
option, right or remedy contained in this Agreement, shall not be construed as a waiver or as a relinquishment 
for the future of such term, condition, option, right or remedy. No waiver by either party of any term or 
condition hereof shall be deemed to have been made unless expressed in writing and signed by such party.
