OPEN SPEAKER MTG., 10/15/88: Frank M ., Archives Chairman from GSO, shared with us what it
means to him to be a recovering alcoholic, with service work being an essential part of his life
today

of meditation, followed by the Serenity Prayer. Roll Call - Absent Dist, 2, 7.. Minutes
approved as mailed, with correction noted (see above). Treasurer's Report approved - Balance
on hand 9/30/88 - $4,361.42; Prudent Reserve 9/30/88 - $7,880.51.
Motion made and seconded that Robert S stand as candidate frpm N. FL. for the office of
Southeastern Trustee, election of same taking place at Gen'l. Service Conf., April 1989.
DELEGATE'S REPORT: Hi-Lites: = from Southeastern Delegates' Conf., Winston-Salem, N.C.=Joe
F Iy outgoing Southeastern Trustee stated we are really working on Russia; Gordon R %
retired Board Chairman, will be Emeritus Board Memeber; Wayne P has been named General Manager
by the Nominating Committee; Class A Trustee Bill Flynn will leave in April, 1989, and 3 people
are being considered for his job; Southeastern Trustee will be among trustees elected for rotation
in April, 1989; 1989 Conference Theme will be "Anonymity - Living Our Traditions”; 1990 Conven-
tion sites are narrowed to 3 - Atlanta, San Diego, Minneapolis/St.Paul; Joe Phelan reported that
GSO had budgeted for 15% increase in contributions this past year (1988) = they had an 11% in-
crease, 4% under budget. We are in the 2nd year of a 5 year plan; Dick also reports that the
Trustee Literature Committee at G.S5.0. had its' meeting in late July, and they are continuing
studying and working on revisions or additions to following: A.A. History Book; Native North
American; Daily Reflection Book; Is A.A. For You?; "12 Steps" Pamphlet, illustrated version;
Pamphlet for gay/iesbian alcoholics; the "A.A. Group"; A 4th Edition of the Big Book may be con=-
sidered later as a commemorative edition in 1989 to honor the Golden Anniversary of its publica-
tion; on their Agenda for October, 1988, the issue of sexist languauge in the Big Book will be
included; because of extremely heavy workload of the Conference Literature Committee every year,
the chairperson and co-chair of the committee will meet in future with Trustees' Literature Comm.;
Dick further stated all DCMs should have received copies of 1988 Conference Report to give to the
GSRs in their respective districts; He also congratulated Dist, 14 for Workshop and Skit on the
Traditions, also on how not to run a group; and also advised that Corliss Gibbons, Dist. 14 is
putting together a North Fl. Area Conference Service Manual.,; He also urged all who can, to attend
;ge ggutheastern Regional Forum the first week-end in December at the Diplomat Hotel in Hollywood,
orida.
In closing, Dick, in making this last report as delegate, said he leaves with thanks for our trust
and understanding-he has gained much growth from the experience. He quotes from Concept IX on
leadership-"Leadership in AA is forever a vital need. Good leadership at all levels of the A.A.
fellowship is needed-it must originate plans and ideas-good plans come from others., We don't pass
the buck=but make decisions and put ideas into action."
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DEL's. Report cont’'d: As the speaker Saturday night so eloquently put it "The Traditions we
have give us hope for the future - we must use them and not lose them.' Dick closed with "I will
be with you always in the spirit of the Fellowship. God Bless".

On problems of Smoking-Non-smoking issue, several possibilities
discussed; Seperate areas for smokers; use of candles; good ventilation system; chairmen ask
that smoking be held to a minimum; use of ceiling fans, and open doors, BHEveryone reminded to
keep the primary purpose - to stay sober - we have a choice to attend either smoking or non-
smoking meetings. On problems encountered by the hearing impaired: 1. Air conditioning might be
too loud. Is there a solution? Suggestions: 1. Sit in front row; 2. use a hearing aid;
3. for small fund, invest in amps and speakers — i.e. a clip on speaker,

Domna, Office Coordinator for the Volusia Intergroup and a panel of four members shared experience
in starting their Intergroup in 1977. It now encompasses Districts 8,19,20,&21, Ellen T., who
saw the need for unity in the area in 1977, related the advice they received "to go slow", and
their first step was to start a news letter for six months, and in 1978 opened the office doors,
and since then have made two moves to larger quarters. The Guidelines on Intergroups and Central
Offices were used, financial support was solid - they first started with a Committee and a Home
Volunteer answering service. Another member shared that working for ten years in the Intergroup
office and feels that it saved her life = it helps one to grow in the A.A. program. Noted from
the floor, the reminder that a Club is not AA nor is it an AA group. Volunteers who are enthusia-
stic and caring contribute to functioning of an Intergroup office. In summary - meeting closed
with reminder of a simple basic ~ "AA works if you let it",

The Treatment Facilities Workbook was passed around, with discussion on the hows' and whys' of a
Treatment Facilities Representative, and of the need for a committee in the various districts.
Questions from the floor covered the problem of non-AA addicts being brought to outside meetings
in large numbers from treatment facilities; also the fact that facilities seem to not want to
recognize AA Traditions and the Singleness of Purpose. It was re-emphasized the importance of
each group having a treatment representative and a district having a treatment committee, to
educate both members and facilities on what AA does and does not do, so that they might collective-
ly come up with workable solutions. Available from GSO - 1, Treatment Facilities Workbook, M=40,
cost $7.00 (if you are elected as a representative or committee chairperson, it is free); 2. -AA
Guidelines, M-14, to set up a committee, It was further noted that we can help the people who

are not alcoholics to get to the right place and to start their own groups. Hand-outs were given
on Questions and Answers from G.S.O.

Sponsor plays important role in takingimg a new sponsee
to outside AA functions and meetings - i.e. Assemblies, Workshops, Eating meetings, etc. Also,
2ll members should remember about rotation - serve necessary required time of office, then"pass it
on" Have "Service" as a meeting dicussion topic. Question was asked if the word "honest" was
deleted from the 3rd Tradition. Explanation given that in the 1950s the founders felt that an
2lcoholic just coming into AA didn't know how to be honest, but had a desire to stop drinking.
Quoted from Bill Wilson - "Nothing from the outside can ever destroy AA, but it can be hurt from
those of us in it. Don't let that happen." A newcomers' group can benefit greatly from having
"0ld timers" attend their meetings-it also helps to remember how it feels to be just 5, 9 or 12 day:
sober, Suggestion made that one who has .a desire to stop drinking should not necessarily be
asked to identify self as an alcoholic - it should be done when the realization comes to that one,
For newcomers who hear "Take the cotton out of your ears and put it in your mouth" - let them know
they can ask guestions after the meeting - that listening during the meeting is very beneficial,
