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MINUTES OF
THIRD QUARTERLY MEETING OF THE
NORTH FLORIDA AREA CONFERENCE OF ALCOHOLICS ANONYMOUS
JULY 14-15, 1990 — TALLAHASSEE, FLORIDA

DCM/OFFICERS MEETING
July 14, 1990 —4:00 p.m.

Attendance: 53 people.

Fred M. . Alternate Chairman, acting in the absence
of Chairman Tom D , opened the meeting with the First
Tradition.

Roll Call; Absent - Districts 2, 10, 11, 13, and 19.

Treasurer’s Report - see attached for detail. Joan E ,
Treasurer, stated that group contributions were down slightly in
the third quarter in comparison to contributions received in the
second quarter. Account balances: $4,911.05 - checking;
$18,319.06 - prudent reserve. An unknown amount of money was
stolen from the coffee collection basket in St. Augustine. Joan
said that she has really enjoyed serving as Treasurer of the North
Florida Area Conference, thanked everyone for the opportunity
she was afforded to serve, and noted the importance of rotation
and encouraged those eligible to stand for Treasurer, to please
do so.

Fred M noted that Joan had offered her services as a
consultant to the North Florida Area Conference, especially as
they relate to our taxes. Fred, on behalf of the entire Conference,
thanked Joan for her generous offer. It was noted that the next
Treasurer may not be a CPA as Joan is and could use her assis-
tance in the more difficult aspects of the office.

Joan E also made the following recommendations for
general assembly action:

@ That the next Treasurer be bonded. Cost is approximate-
ly $100 for a three year period.

@ That the reimbursement for committee chairpersons and
officers be changed as follows: that the phrase "on an as
needed basis" be removed from the previous motion that
was passed regarding this issue; that the monetary reim-
bursement be at 12 cents per mile or $26.00 per day for in-
cidental expenses, plus one (1) night hotel accommodation
to be paid by the area.

o That aspecific, individual fund be set aside for a hospitality
suite at the next international convention in 1995.

These recommendations were endorsed by the DCM’s and
Officers present for discussion and action by the general assemb-
ly on Sunday morning, July 15, 1990.

Joan also requested that Districts not use the North Florida
Area Conference Federal Identification Number as a tax exemp-
tion for their group or district bank accounts, as interest incurred
is reportable to L.R.S., and it would be too difficult for the
Treasurer to ascertain where the additional income to be
reported is coming from. If your steering committee, group, or
district wants to be tax exempt, file an SR4. She noted that at

least three (3) of the officers can sign North Florida Area Con-
ference checks, if necessary.

Joan also raised the issue of who attends the Regional Forum
and whose way is paid? This should be outlined for the D.C.M.’s
and Officers and presented to the general assembly for discus-
sion and action. Jim C., District 7 also endorsed this proposal.
He would like to know who is eligible to go and who is respon-
sible for sending them. The next Regional Forum will be held in
Shreveport, Louisiana in December, 1990. :

The Treasurer’s Report was accepted as presented.

The minutes of the second quarterly meeting of the North
Florida Area Conference were accepted as distributed.

Group information forms - these forms are now being
returned by G.S.0. to the Delegate for a 30 day review period
prior to a group number being issued. Send all new group addi-
tions, deletions, corrections to Judy P ,, Corresponding
Secretary. Jimmy C  , Delegate, said that there is a little bit of
confusion about group registrations. We have been having these
problems for years. This issue was also discussed in New York.
G.S.C. decided to delay processing of the New Group Informa-
tion forms for 30 days to allow the local A.A. service structure to
participate in this process. If the forms are mailed to New York
by the proposed group, they will be returned to the Area
Delegate. The D.C.M. is to contact the new group to make sure
that their group understands the service structure, self support,
etc. (see pamphlet, The A.A. Group for the six (6) points neces-
sary to become a group). If G.S.0O. does not hear from the
D.C.M. in 30 days, they will automatically register the group.
Phyllis D., Jacksonville said that the roster secretary (cor-
responding secretary) should receive all mail regarding group in-
formation directly from New York. Jim C. said that he thought
we should review the registration process. D.C.M.’s should
review all New Group Information forms. Bob P., District
20/D.C.M. said that he would like to exercise his responsibility as
D.CM. and review all new group registrations in his District
prior to them going to the corresponding secretary or New York.
A motion was made, seconded, and carried by majority vote to
send the New Group Information forms to the D.C.M.’s first,
then return them to the Delegate, with a copy to the Correspond-
ing (Roster) Secretary. If there is no change to the original
registration request, D.C.M.’s should return the form to New
York, with copies to the Corresponding (Roster) Secretary.

Film Library-BillB;  :said that the film library started about
seven or eight years ago as part of the Correctional Committee.
We now have ten (10) videos in the film library. Bill suggested
that the film library be removed from the Correctional Commit-
tee and returned to the control of the North Florida Area Con-
ference general assembly as a whole, with a librarian appointed
by the Chairperson of the North Florida Area Conference. This
suggestion was made into a motion, seconded, and carried by
majority vote for presentation to the general assembly on Sun-
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day, July 15; 1990, for discussion and action. Bill also noted that
we have a 16mm film projector, which is irreparable and not in
use at this time. He suggested that we sell the 16mm film projec-
tor and that the proceeds be used to purchase a video cassette
player(s) for use by the groups, committees, etc. A motion was
made, seconded, and carried by majority vote that we sell the
16mm film projector for whatever we can get and hold the
proceeds until prices can be obtained on the purchase of a video
cassette player(s).

Fixed Location - Jimmy G ~ andBill B. __ have looked into
Jacksonville Holiday Inn. They are offering us $10 a gallon for
coffee, some hotel rooms at $38.00 (older, smaller rooms with a
refrigerator, available on a limited basis) and $50.00 per night.
This negotiation for the hotel accommodation rates is also trying
to include the taxes. The meeting room(s) are free and they can
accommodate up to 1500 people. We could have a contract for a
two (2) year period. Gainesville Holiday Inn may also be an al-
ternating site to hold our regular quarterly conference meetings
(not during football season). Possibly in July and January of each
contract year. Although the same people do not operate both
facilities, they have a good working relationship and felt confi-
dent that we could negotiate for both locations over a two year
period. Bill Burns is trying to coordinate with the D.C.M.’s from
Districts 1, 2, 3, 4, and 25 to host the April, 1991 area conference
meeting at the Holiday Inn Jacksonville, so that we all can get an
idea of how this facility and location (with alternating dates in
Gainesville) will meet our needs.

Infringement on A.A. trademarks and logos - this has been a
continuing problem throughout North America. Robert P.,
D.C.M. District 20, discussed a situation he experienced recent-
ly with a registered Agape group in his area, who was infringing
upon A.A’s trademark and also did not meet the six (6) point
criteria for an A.A. Group. Jimmy Gann noted that all we can do
is ask people not to use our trademarks or logos. We should hold
our trademarks and logos in high esteem. Casual use on jewelry,
bumper stickers, medallions, chips, (referred to as trinkets) etc.
infringes and dilutes our marks and logos. Clubs should not have
the A.A. logo or any other A.A. trademark as part of their iden-
tification on buildings in rooms, etc. Generic medallions are now
being sold by Hazelton, with Unite, Recover, and Serve on one
side, with a triangle, and an empty circle on the back where A.A.
used to be imprinted. Hazelton was asked to stop using our marks
and logos as they profit from their sale. "Use of A.A.’s
Trademarks and Logos" will be included as part of these minutes
and is attached hereto and made a part hereof by majority mo-
tion of the D.C.M.’s and Officers.

No smoking in the meeting rooms during workshops, meet-
ings, etc. in Ocala, Florida during the October, 1990 conference
meeting was raised as an issue to be brought to the floor of the
general assembly on Sunday, July 15, 1990 for discussion and ac-
tion.

Registrations for the Florida State A.A. Convention, Daytona
Beach, Florida, August, 1990, was passed out to all D.C.M.’s and
Officers present for dissemination to groups as soon as possible.
They need all the support they can get! Good luck!

Judy P had mailing labels available for D.C.M.’s and
Committee Chairpersons who were sponsoring workshops, etc.
The mailing labels included Officers and D.C.M.’s.

In keeping with our tradition of support for inmates attending
the state convention, and has been our practice for several years

now, the conference will pay $400.00 to help fund prisoner
registration and expenses for the upcoming state convention in
August, 1990, in conjunction with similar support from the South
Florida Area Conference.

Meeting adjourned with the Lord’s Prayer at 5:40 p.m., July
14, 1990.

July 15,1990 — 9:00 a.m.

Attendance: 151 people.

Fred M , Alternate Chairman, acting Chairman in the
absenceof TomD _ , opened the assembly with a moment
of silence followed by the Serenity Prayer.

He graciously thanked District 5 for their tremendous effort
and support in hosting the third quarterly meeting of the North
Florida Area Conference of Alcoholics Anonymous. THANKS,
DISTRICT 5 - GREAT JOB!

Treasurer’s Report presented by JoanE . Total income

$6,221; total expenses $5,275; income after expenses $945. Con-
tributions down from the preceding quarter. 155 groups par-
ticipated financially in the second quarter of this calendar year.
See attached Treasurer’s Report for further detail. Joan stated
that our bank has now started charging us a service charge. She
said that this is "just the cost of doing business".

She thanked District 5 for all the help she received with col-
lections, etc. Joan reminded everyone that when they send in con-
tributions from their group to please put your group name and
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district number on the remittance. Joan E. offered her services
as a consultant to the North Florida Area Conference and the
next Treasurer, if the need should arise.

The Treasurer’s Report was accepted as presented by motion,
which was seconded and carried by majority vote.

Minutes of the second quarterly meeting of the North Florida
Area Conference of Alcoholics Anonvmous were accepted as
distributed. A special thanks to D.C. S.____ and George Ci
for their expert and gracious help in getting the second quarter
minutes typed and printed. Most agreed that the format was ex-
cellent and this practice will continue through the end of this
Recording Secretary’s term.

Persons present who are clebrating their A.A. birthdays were
recognized. CONGRATULATIONS!

Steve L., District 5 addressed the assembly with the following
circumstances. Several years ago a corporation was formed to
support A.A. in Tallahassee. They have contributed property to
house a structure, which holds A.A. meetings. The corporation
owns the house on which the property is located. The oldest
group in Tallahassee rents space from this corporation in the
house on the property, both of which is owned by the corpora-
tion. They have 19 meetings per week. The corporation takes all
the group’s contributions. The corporation, on behalf of the
group, has made contributions to the North Florida Area Con-
ference. There is no group treasury. The steering committee has
nothing to do with the funds. The group is not self-supporting as
our service structure provides. Steve made a motion that the
North Florida Area Conference recognize the contributions
made to the conference by the Tal-con Corporation on behalf of
the Central Group of Alcoholics Anonymous, Tallahassee; that
those contributions not be accepted, as acceptance would con-
stitute a violation of Tradition Seven. Also, that the North Florida
Area Delegate inform the Tal-con Corporation in writing of this
decision, in that we would no longer accept any funds from the
Tal-con Corporation. Jimmy G, Delegate stated that he
would be happy to come and talk with the group and others in-
volved in the corporation, but in light of the circumstances out-
lined, he did not feel that this was a matter that should be brought
before the North Florida Area Conference; this was a group/dis-
trict problem. John C. and Phyllis D. suggested that this motion
be tabled until we have more information on the situation. Joan
E., Treasurer, noted that she has never received, to the best of
her recollection, a check from Tal-con Corporation. Checks
received have been on the Central Group. Judy Petersen sug-
gested an amendment to the motion to delete the use of the words
Tal-con Corporation, and generalize the motion to include the
word, corporation and not make any reference to a particular
corporation. Called for a question on the motion. Motion not car-
ried.

Delegate’s Report. Jimmy G stated that any D.C.M. or
District, which would like him to come and talk on the recent con-
ference actions, should contact him with a date and time and that
he will be happy to come and provide a report.

In the North Florida Area Conference, there are 514
registered groups; 317 made contributions in 1989; 61.7% at a
per capita of $5.53; seventh place in the nation; 9th place in North
America. Jimmy asked what the other 38.3% of the groups were
doing. Overall, Jimmy thought we were doing a good job as far
as contributions to New York were concerned. The regional
forum will not be held in the North Florida areain 1991. The state

of Virginia will host the Regional Forum in 1992, The next elected
Delegate should pursue having the North Florida Area host a
Regional Forum in 1994.

The A.A. directory costs approximately $100,000 to publish.
We are going to leave the directory as is. The directory will be
provided free of charge to D.C.M.’s, Area Officers, and Inter-
groups. A.A. groups and individual A.A. members will be able
to purchase the directory at a minimal cost. This method of dis.
tribution will save the fellowship approximately $55,000 a year.
Included in the directory will be the long form of the third and
fifth Traditions.

Changes in group registration — new registrations will also in-
clude the long form of the third and fifth Traditions, as well as
the six (6) points which constitute a group. G.8.0. will delay new
A.A. group information egistration forms for 30 days in order to
allow the local A.A. structure to participate in the process.
Jimmy G. will receive the new registration forms from New York
and he will send one copy to the D.C.M. and one (1) copy to the
Corresponding (Roster) Secretary. The D.C.M. will advise the
new group about self-support and what A.A. is and what A.A. is
not.

A 15 minute video from the Treatment Facilities Committee
was approved for distribution. It is titled, "Hope In Alcoholics
Anonymous”. This video was developed to meet an expressed
need for those carrying the message of recovery into treatment
facilities. The video was shown at the *90 international conven-
tion in Seattle. Communication is our basic key in carrying the
message to alcoholics who still suffer. It would be good to show
this video at a beginner’s meeting, as well as for clients in treat-
ment facilities. It is not the fault of the client who does not un-
derstand what A.A. is and what it is not, it is our fault.

Should the final conference report be offered for sale to the
fellowship? No. They will be distributed free of charge, one to
each group. Jimmy noted that he should be receiving them short-
ly. The General Service Conference made note of the fact that
none of our literature is second rate, including the conference
report.

G.S.0. and the Literature Committee has voted to set the
literature price at the current level and not adjust it for a period
of time. G.S.0. "kinda’ jumped the gun" when they dropped the
price of literature. The issue of self-support throughout the fel-
lowship remains questionable, as G.S.0. currently utilizes money
from the publishing company, which we own. Jimmy G. said that
we probably won’t ever be self-supporting in the truest sense.
The conference voted ’'no’ on a pamphlet about unity. The unity
pamphlet was tabled for further discussion in 1991.

The major topic of discussion during the General Service Con-
ference was intergroups in relation to singleness of purpose,
among other things. There appears to be a conflict in com-
munication and activities. The Conference suggested that this is
a home/local issue and should be resolved at that level. A lot of
dissension worldwide between intergroups and the area, district,
and groups. It is important to realize that we are all trying to do
the same thing. It is important that we work together.

A pamphlet containing articles written relating to corrections
is being developed in order to facilitate better identification.

The A.A. history book covering from 1955 to the current time
period will continue to completion. We are now established in
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Russia and the book will include this portion of our historical
development. Projected cost of the A.A. history book is $479,000.

Daily Reflections Book will continue to completion and
should be published by the fall of 1990. Meditations were written
by alcoholics for alcoholics. Projected cost of the Daily Reflec-
tions Book is $160,000.

Change in service structure-the four (4) general service "in-
town" trustees, which were elected from the New York area, will
no longer be limited to persons living in the New York area. The
geographic limitation is no longer a necessity due to modern
travel capabilities.

Jimmy said that there are 91 areas in North America and
Canada; 34 meet in a fixed location; 16 have permanent offices,
and 9 have paid employees to man the permanent offices.

Copyright on our trademark and logo - service manual to be
changed slightly to include a caution regarding the distortion to
our logo or trademark by any entity not directly related to the fel-
lowship. GSR’s and DCM’s are guardians of the traditions and
our trademarks and logos are part of that; more responsibility
has to come to rest on the D.C.M. Jimmy said that "when you are
talking about service work, you are talking about work." A GSR
must be a responsible person who is willing and able to serve
his/her group. Jimmy asked the GSR’s and DCM’s to try and be
alittle more responsible in electing new officers for the 1991-1992
term of office.

The A.A. Southeast Regional Conference will be held in Char-
leston, South Carolina, August 15-18, 1990. Of the 13 areas, this
is the oldest conference in existence.

Florida State Convention - August 1 to 5, 1990, Daytona
Beach, Florida. Jimmy noted that there is not any kind of com-
mittee from the area assemblies in Florida to help with the rotat-
ing committee. He felt that there should be at least one officer
from each area.

New York/G.S.0O. has been thinking about moving to a more
central location in North America. Omaha, Nebraska was sug-
gested as a possible location. Right now, the most feasible thing
to do, is to do nothing at all. In 1991, the General Service Con-
ference will be held 35 miles from the hotel where it currently is
held.

The following motions were made, seconded, and carried by
majority vote of the general assembly:
® That the next Treasurer be bonded. Cost is approximate-
ly $100 for a three year period.
® That the reimbursement for committee chairpersons and
officers be changed as follows: that the phrase "on an as
needed basis" be removed from the previous motion that
was passed regarding this issue; that the monetary reim-
bursement be at 12 cents per mile plus one (1) night hotel
accommodation to be paid by the area effective in the
fourth quarter, October, 1990 assembly.
® That the film library be removed from the custody of the
Corrections Committee and be turned over to the North
Florida Area Conference as a whole, with the Chairperson
of the Conference appointing a librarian to coordinate its
operation.
> Postscript: The majority of the D.C.M.’s and Officers
endorsed the sale of the current, irreparable 16 mm

projector; which proceeds, if any, would be used
towards the purchase of cassette tape player. Discus-
sion on this purchase was tabled until we can receive
further prices on acquiring cassette tape players.
® That no smoking be permitted in the meeting rooms just

the area conference meeting to be held in Ocala, Florida

in October, 1990.

> Postscript: It was suggested that a break be scheduled
during the general assembly meeting on Sunday morn-
ing, to allow persons to smoke, get coffee, or use the
restrooms without disrupting the meeting or missing
any part of the meeting,

the Jacksonville Holiday Inn Center. They are offering us $10 a
gallon for coffee, some hotel rooms at $38.00 (older, smaller
rooms available on a limited basis, with a refrigerator) and $50.00
per night.

will meet our needs. This will also give the officers time enough
to determine whether they would want to enter into such an
agreement, beginning in January, 1992,

Florida State Convention, Fred W: | Chairperson, ad-
dressed to general assembly. The convention will be held August
1-5, 1990 in Daytona Beach, Florida. Hotel reservations must be
made through the housing bureau. The hotels are not all booked
up. The convention can handle 3,000 alcoholics. Meetings are
scheduled from sunrise to midnight, with great fellowship. This
year, conventioneers have made an art form out of procrastina-
tion. However, there are some very good speakers, with Jimmy
G. 1 giving the opening ceremony talk on ’singleness of
purpose’. There will be signers for the hearing impaired at the
majority of meetings. Most of the meetings will be held at the
Peabody Auditorium, approximately .6 miles from the conven-
tion hotel. Bob P. stated that a bus will be available from the
hotels to the auditorium. Site selection meeting for the state con-
vention in 1992 will be held on 4:00 p.m. on Saturday, August 4,
1990. Fred noted the importance of this meeting and encouraged
those persons interested to please attend. The next state conven-
tion will be held in Tampa, Florida in 1991. They will be accept-
ing bids for the 1992 state convention site.

Howard, of the Cextral Florida Intergroup, made a request in
the interest of furthering intergroup communication and
cooperation with G.S.0. and A.A. as a whole, that our Delegate,
Jimmy Gann, attend an intergroup seminar in Newark, New Jer-
sey, September 7, 8, and 9, 1990 at the cost of $600, which expen-
diture would be paid by the North Florida Area Conference.
Request made into a motion, seconded, and carried by majority
vote that Jimmy G should attend the intergroup seminar in
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Newark, New Jersey, with his expenses of $600 paid by the North
Florida Area Conference.

George C , P.I. Chairperson announced that the QOc-
tober/November issue of Box 4 5 9 will feature a Public Informa-
tion article on a presentation given by himself and D.C.S ~ to
a group of reporters at Florida Today.
