Other Committees:
Finance Committee:

Ken R | treasurer ard chair of Finance committee
gave a report. He stateu he hoped to have operations
for last quarter finalized by October elections. Talked
about the concept of the prudent reserve. Referred
members to the financial report that was passed out.

Central Site Committee:

There were 17 members present at the meeting.
Volunteers from other districts who helped host the
Assembly thought their expenses would be paid for
volunteering.  Expenses are not paid for those
voiunteering to host at Assemblies. it was suggested
that individual groups might want to provide for this
expense. There was some discussion about the
roundtable arrangements with some members
expressing a dislike for #. Central Site Committee is
responsible for finding a hotei for the Assembly in 1993.
Deland Hilton would like to have us there.

Growth Committee:

TomD _ -D-9is having growing problems with
LCM concept; D-14 is contemplating impiementing it.
DCM, of D-25, wrote a letter to NFACAA exprassing
concerns about the LCM concept. Suggested that
districts refrain from spiitting off to see how LCM system
works. Growth Committee will be happy to work with
any districts who are having problems. David F
informed members how S. Florida handles growth
problems.

Dan E stated it will take a few assemblies for
these working committees to work as designed. He
encouraged members to take issues and matters of
concern to the various committees for help.

Corliss G made a presentation on her work on
NFACAA Structure and Guidelines she has been
working on. This project started about 5 years ago and
has remained dormant unti! now. Kathy P has
assisted here in this most recent effort. She stated that
these guidelines are not intended to replace the Service
Manual. Some ideas come directly from the Service
Manual. The intent is to cover issues that are particufar
to NFACAA. She provided copies for all DCMs, urged
them to take back to their areas to be discussed in July.
It s anticipated that acceptance will be voted on in

January 1993. Please remember that there will be
DCMs and officers in 1993, and provide them wit
information. She urged everyone to be as gener
possible, but as specific as possible. (Could this
another paradox? ¢cn)

Fred Wi gave a short talk about the difference
between state conventions and the NFACAA. He stated
that he had served for one year on the State Advisory
Convention. There are 210 pages in the Service
Manual; 80 are dedicated to how the Conference works,
one page is dedicated to how conventions operate.
There are guidelines produced by GSO which address
Conference and Conventions that provides good
infermation and explains the differences.

The chair asked if there was old business. There was
none. He had some old husiness.

He asked for a motion to accept letter
written to bid Jacksonville, FL. for 1994
site for the SE Regional Forum. Motion
seconded and carried. No minority
opinion.

New business:

Lori H , DCM D-14, asked that we
consider deleting two items from the
budget guideline: (1) reimbursement
expense for Alt. Del. to attend Regional
Forum in addition to delegate. (2)
Expense for chair to attend the "Bridge
the Gap" meeting." Motion was
seconded, discussion followed, vote
taken. Show of hands revealed a close
vote. Count taken. (Point of Order
made by Tom D ) 51 for, 82 against.
Motion failed.

Chair elaborated and said that he made a decision
because substantial majority or simple majority has been
an issue. This is addressed in guidelines. Recurring
themes puts the burden on the group conscious. Do you
want a simple majority or a two-third's majority. It was
decided to accept a simple majority. There was more
discussion with the chair explaining that right of appeal
according to our Concepts is one of our principles which
we abide by.




Bernice, D-5 proposed that former Delegates be invited
to become chairs of the committees (NFACAA level)
i they served on while delegates. For instance, if Tom
"D _ served as , he might
5 consider servicing as chairman on  the
committee for NFACAA when he has
completed his term as delegate. - :

Bernice, D-5 proposed that “The majority of the attendees from
0.5 at the last Area Assembly do not feel that round table arrangements
are conducive to a business atmosphere, but more of a parly mode. WE
have always appreciated the option of sitting in any area of the meeting
hall we choose, either to group group together as a District or if we wish
to sit in other areas. We request that the decision made by the Board be
addressed to the entire Assembly to make a decision on seating
arrangements and on seating assignments.”
