She then gave a brief history on the issue of IWS, inc. {(Intergroup
World Services, Inc.) In 1986 an AA member in Akron printed the
original Big Book. When asking the member to cease the printing the |
trustees realizeg that the copyright was wiggtn for the first and
Second editions of the Big Book. There was concern that other
entities such as Hazelden would take advantage of this. Then a man 20
years sober in the fellowship started publishing the little Big Book
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with the red cover. To date 400,000 copies of the little Big Book
have been published. This man claims to be an AA group hamed
Intergroup World Services. (IWS, Inc.) He is registered in the state
of New York as a for profit corporation. (If you are interested in
more detail see your delegate).

There was a meeting Wednesday January 11, 1995 to hopefully put to
rest the issues of 1litigation, the results would be reported to
Delegates as soon as she possibly could. Gay then promised to protect
our copyrights as she is legally bound to do. The conference gave the
trustees complete authority to litigate (as a last resort). There is
a similar situation occurring in Mexico. Rovalties being paid from
sales of certain AA literature will stop in 1998 as stated in an early
agreement with Bill W . If that is not protected the trustees can
pe sued for not protecting the rights of the persons receiving the

royalties.

Also, a statement of censure of the trustees signed by 13 delegates

and 1 trustees, it is about balance of power. See the concepts for
checks and balances. Can a conference decision be overridden by the
trustees, YES. But, the conference can then fire them and get new

trustees. Balance. The statement of censure is to be discussed at the
upcoming conference. Stay tuned for more info. Trust in the group

conference.

AA 1is doing financially well, however we are still not self
supporting. Should we become self supporting then we can sell
literature at cost. Hence the reduction in literature cost.

Concept III. Page 15 (back of AA Service Manual) There will always be
plenty of ultimate authority to correct inefficiency, ineffectiveness,

or abuse. If the Conference does not function well, the groups can
send in better Delegates, If the Trustees get badly out of line, the
Conference can censure them, or even reorganize then, If the

Headquarters’ services go sour, the Trustees can elect better
directors and hire better help. These remedies are ample and direct.
But for so long as our world Services function reasonably well- and
there should always be charity for occasional mistakes - then "trust”
must be our watchword, otherwise we shall wind up leaderless

volunteer. A new application, one page in length, and orientation
reduced to 4 to 6 hours depending on security level reguired. Also,
Districts with monthly committee meetings could be attended by a
Department of Corrections representative for the ©purpose of
orientation and relaying updated information, if so desired. This
orientation will be required annually for all volunteers. Clearance
by orientation will be on a D.0.C. Regional basis.

Public Information CHAIR: FRED H 64

Minutes: Fred presented an outline of what a P.I. Committee does in
the AA Structure. He explained that the primary purpose is to carry
the AA message to the alcoholic that still suffers. By working
together, members of the PI committee convey information to the
public, including working with the -media, examples include the

following:
1. Visits to local schools, businesses or Civic groups.
2. Staffing booths at health fairs and handing out literature.
3. Publish information about AA or meeting schedules in local
newspapers.
4, Participate on radio or TV programs, being sure that
personal ancnymity is protected.
5. Display rack of AA information in Public libraries, schools
or hospital reading areas.
6. Provide public service announcements to your local radio or
TV station.
A request for future assembly topics was made. The April assembly

will include a group and or panel presentation. Jackie C. of Districkt
#31 will be the Alternate PI chairperson.

Treatment Facilities CHAIR:NEAL B 58
MINUTES: 80% of new AA members come from treatment facilities &
jails. Goals for the area in the next 2 years:

2. Training Districts on how to carry informational meetings to
Treatment Facilities.
3. Train district on how to create and work a temporary contact
program.

Finance CHAIR: MARLENE 8
MINUTES: We are now collecting Florida Sales Tax for Grapevine sales.

We have to charge sales tax from now on.

In October 1995 this Assembly will vote on the 1996 Budget. The
proposed Budget will be distributed at the July Assembly and voted on
in October. Motion to fund Area Committee for travel to Interim
meeting was discussed and passed from committee unanimously and will
be put on agenda for April. Motion for mileage reimbursement rate
change was made and seconded, only DCMs assigned to this Committee are
eligible to vote. Vote approved unanimously.

Computer maintenance & upgrading was brought up by Judy. The cost for
cleaning for each of the (three) computers would be $25 - $35. Fach
officer would be responsible for their computer. The three officers
who currently have area computers will advise the Area Chair on
computer/software up-grading, etc. One or more new computers will
probably be on next year’s bhudget.

Judy has talked with Dick G. and the Reserve Fund Monies have been
placed in CD’s with staggered maturity dates in FDIC insured
institutions. Judy has created Expenditure Forms to be used by the
Area Committee and others authorized to be reimbursed by NFAA.

William S. (DCM, District 23) wanted to know why the basket is passed
at the 9 a.m. GSR orientation meeting, ".... as this is not part of
the Assembly". The Assembly starts at 10 a.m. He felt money should
go to the Host District. Marlene and Judy will discuss this issue.

Growth Committee CHAIR: STEVE W

THEME OF WORKSHOP: HOW CAN WE HANDLE GROWTH AT DISTRICT LEVEL
MINUTES: Options on whether to split district, Should LCM’s vote or
not with no split, or multiple DCM’s with no split. It was brought to
attention of committee there was a previous motion voted unanimously
to bring a vote for the LCM to the Assembly for a vote which was never
followed through with. A motion was made by Chris (DCM Dist. 12) that
we vote whether to follow through with previous motion or not. The
motion was seconded. Three in favor / four opposed. It was also
suggested that our options might not be either/or, but each district
might have a choice of options as listed in AA service manual (852).

Kenny Thorton
brought up the ADA Guidelines and Kathy will get copies made for the
Committee members. We have a few volunteers who will be serving on
this committee and we are very pleased with their help in our search

for bids.

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volunteers for October 1996 and we have District 19 available January,
April and July 1996.

the host districts get the money from the GSR orientation since it is
before the official start of the assembly. Corrinne replied, "I would
like to make a statement about the collections at the assemblies.
Since the NFACAA absorbs the total hotel bill for the entire weekend-
long function, all monies collected go toward that expense with the
following exception. It had been decided at an earlier time to allow
the hosting districts to use the Friday evening collections to help
cover the cost of coffee useage Friday night since hosting was a
volunteered participation. We need to remember that our primary
purpose is to help the still suffering alcoholic and the only way that
can happen is i1f there is unity among us.™

Growth
Nothing on the Agenda at this time, The committee voted to resolve

issues in the order they are received. Will not jump to other issues
until the one at hand is resolved.

Visitors Roger Jennett and Jim Sampson of the Marion County TIER
program were present to offer information on a exciting new
orientation for Citizen Volunteers for the prison meetings. .

013 Business
Fred has contacted a signer for rates and availability for the

assembly. A flat fee of $35 per meeting for Accessibilities Workshop
as well as Speaker meeting. A rate could be established for the
actual business meeting if needed.

It was mentioned that time limitations should be observed by all
committee chairs at the assembly and that more detailed reports could

be sent with the minutes.
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New Business

Archives asked that a motion be put on the April agenda to request
that certain objects from the NFACAA archives be made available for
loan to places that had proper protection. This would bring them out
of boxes and make them a more "living" part of our Area history.

From the Delegate
Highlights from A.A.W.S

Finance- After a decline in contributions in 1991, 1992 and 1993, 1994
reversed the trend. Contributions in 1994 were $46,780. greater than
1993. This is just a 1little over a 1% increase but it is a most
encouraging trend. From October to December, 1994, increased
discounts to the Fellowship totaled $138,000. this figure does not
include additional discounts as a result of the reduction of prices in
certain pamphlets, etc.

International Convention, San Diego~ Eileen G: , Valerie 0’ r
Jim E: ., Pacific Regional trustee, Julian R and U.S.
Trustee at-Large, Larry N ~ and I (George D ') attended the
kick-off meeting for host committee volunteers. At 10:45 a.m. there
were 6000 empty chairs and at 11:00a.m. three to four thousand excited
members formed the core of the host committee volunteers. The San
Diego Host Committee, chaired by Bobbi C , is obviously doing a

great job. Early in the week, Eileen and Valerie and our convention
consultant met with immigration officials in San Diego and Tijuana and
with San Diego’s emergency officials from the police department, fire
department, port authority, Jack Murphy Stadium, etc., etc. This
meeting did not concentrate on major disasters but on the things that
we might not think about for example, what if 300 people had food
poisoning?; what if a walkway collapsed? We all hope that there are
no disasters but we are assured that the city is definitely prepared
to meet any emergency situation.

To date, registrations are running slightly ahead of those for Seattle
for a comparable period. Making a preliminary estimate of the final
attendance figure is particularly difficult since the A.A. population
in Southern California is so large, since we expect many visitors from
Mexico and since many A.A. members registered on-site in Seattle.

Financial and Publishing: Operating expenses for 1994 were $350,479
under budget. 1994 literature sales were down 4% or $279,000. A.A.’s
purchased approximately the same number of books as in 1993. In 1994,
we sold 1,046,098 Big Books. Non-A.A. sales increased by 3.5% over
1993 and represented 26.6 % of 1994 literature sales.

The 1995 budget which had been reviewed line by line by the A.A.W.S.
Board Finance Committee was forwarded to the trustee’s Finance

Committee.

A proposal that A.A.W.S. buy out the remaining royalty payments on our
literature was discussed and it was the consensus of the Board that
this would not be beneficial at this point in time.
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Staff Report: Pat R reported the following:

Spanish Services- Danny M shared that the revised Spanish
translation of the Twelve and Twelve will be available in March

Literature- a 42 page report of responses regarding "Should there
be a Fourth Edition of the Big Book?" is being forwarded to the
trustees’ Literature Committee.

Pocket Size Fdition of Big Book at Cost- The Board reviewed one of
several letters on reducing the price of the pocket sized edition of
the Big Book. Having previously adopted a price reduction strategy,
it was a sense of the meeting that the Board would wait to see results
of this price reduction strategy over a period of time before
implementing further price reductions. Literature prices are subject
to ongoing review, :

Polling Through Area Delegate- A suggestion was submitted that the
Fellowship be polled through the area delegate regarding input on the
protection of A.A.’s copyrights. It was a sense of the meeting that a
decision reached by polling on a complex issue might not be in keeping
with the group conscience process of the Conference.

800 Fax Number- The Board agreed that the 800 Fax number will now be
avallable for credit card purchases to all purchasers of A.A.
literature. The fax number is 800-437-3584

Secretary’s Note-The following is a verbatim copy of a letter sent to
our Delegate.

February 17, 1995

TO: Conference Members, Alternate Delegates, Intergroup/Central
Offices, World Service Meeting Delegates and Overseas G.S.0.’s.

RE: I.W.S.

Dear A.A. Friends,

Representatives of the General Service, Grapevine and A.A.W.S. Boards
met with three members of the I.W.S. group on January 11. Everyone
present at the meeting expressed themselves openly, and, while we did
not see eye-to-eye on everything, the discussion was friendly and we
feel that there was good faith on the part of all to resolve issues
existing between the A.A. Boards and I.W.S. Communications continued
following the meeting in a mutual effort to resolve differences and

reach an understanding.

As a result of our discussions during and after the meeting, we have
reached an understanding that I.W.S.:

* Will not knowingly sell or send books to Canada, where the
copyright on the book ALCOHOLICS ANONYMOUS is in force, and
will state on future order forms and inveoices that the books
are not to be sold in Canada.

Page - 10
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* Will not reprint the Spanish translation of the book
ALCOHOLICS ANONYMOUS, and will run-off existing inventory in
the course of the next 12 months.

* Will include in their future printings a disclaimer of
affiliation with A.A.W.S. or G.S.0., or authorization or
endorsement of the publication by A.A.W.S. or G.S.0.

* Will use on the covers of their future bocks a title to the
effect that the book is the I.W.S. "mini", "Workbook", etc.,
Edition of the book ALCCOHOLICS ANCNYMOUS, or will use no
title.

* Will send A.A.W.S. a pre-production copy of their future
publications to ensure that we have no objection from the
standpoint of infringement of copyright, confusion as to the
publisher of the publication, or implication of approval or
endorsement.

* Will ensure that their future printings will not include the
Preamble or the Twelve Traditions.

In accord with our Traditions and the historic policy of &.S8.0.,
A.A.W.S. has had no opinion regarding I.W.S. publications except to
the extent that A.A.W.S. believed there was copyright infringement, or
that books were marketed or formatted in a manner that could lead to
the impression that they were published by, or approved by, A.A.W.S.

With the understandings that have now been reached, A.A.W.S. has no
present dispute with I.W.S. with respect to these issues.

Nominations for southeastern Regional Trustee and Trustee At-Large will be held at the
fourth quarterly meeting in every second even year, if the Area chooses'to make a°
nomination. The Area Committee may select the candidate at a meeting of the Area
Committee, or 2) at the Area Assembly.

16. AREA QFFICER FUNDING

To defray expensés for attending the quarterly assemblies, all other Area Officers and
Standing Committee Chairpersons will receive lodging for one night at the hotel/motel where
the Assembly takes place and a mileage reimbursement compatible-with-the- IRS-guidelines
-ont-mileage-for-cheritable-activities: at a rate set from time to time, by the Assembly.
