Grapevine CHAIR: CHARLOTTE B 17

Seventeen enthusiastic people attended the workshop. Florida’s
increase in subscriptions put us well over 6000. The total being
§055. We can promote the Grapevine even more if every district and

every group has a GVR. Many ideas of promotion were exchanged. One
new one was for Sponsors to encourage Sponsees to become GVR’S. Early
in 1996 a Spanish Grapevine will be published every other month for a
five year trial pericd. We want to spread the word into Spanish
communities as much as possible. We were wondering, what we could do
to encourage more people to attend the workshop. One suggestion was:
Anyone could make the commitment to attend and take a report back to
their group. Each person there was asked to bring another person with
them next time. We would like to do a Spanish GVR work shop. At our
next workshop, Kevin, our Archives Chairman will put together and
present a history of the Grapevine. This will be excellent and I hope
to see many of you.

Intergroup CHAIR: DON B. ATT:37
AA-EVERYWHERE/ANYWHERE - Don shared briefly about the Central

office/Intergroup luncheon he attended which was held in conjunction
with the International Convention in San Diego, and encouraged anyone
involved in the operation of Intergroups to attend the 10th Annual
Central Office/Intergroup Seminar which will be held in Atlanta-
October 6-8, 1995. Seven of the ten intergroups in North Florida were
represented, as well as representatives from three of the six district
not presently served by an intergroup. Those three district’s
representatives shared on how they accomplished some of the tasks
typically handled by intergroups in larger metropolitan areas, and one
of them elicited discussion about how to start an intergroup. Each of
the Intergroup’s represented then shared how they accomplished the
tasks of answering the AA phone, assigning twelfth step calls,
etc.Intergroup’s primarily exist to better allow the hand of AA to be
there- when anyone, anywhere, reaches out for help. While our first
thoughts are about how Intergroups can better help the active
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alcoholic who is seeking a way out, we must remember that Intergroups
also help many AA members by providing the vehicles through which they
can escape their own selfishness and self-centeredness by helping

others through service.

Literature CHATR: DENNIS C

We started by discussing the contents of what could be considered our

literature committee workbook. It contains a catalogue, an order
form, a brief explanation of conference approved literature, a set of
guidelines for 1literature committees , a 1list of service material

available from GSO, and a subscription form for Box 459. We briefly
discussed the guidelines after which we decided to set our goals for
the next 1 1/2 years. It was determined that our primary function
would be to increase our members awareness of our full range of
literature by encouraging each district, group and Intergroup t
establish a literature chairperson as well as displaying at the
assembly at least one of every piece of literature and audio tapes and
video tapes available from AAWS. We also set an agenda for our next
meting which will include discussing the possibility of literature
sales by this committee.

Public Information CHAIR: FRED H

The theme for the PI workshop was "Doing what we do best". A brief
description of a PI committee was given. Anonymity at the public
level was explained and discussed. New PI literature packages are
available from GSO. A discussion was held concerning cooperation,

but not affiliation with Public Agencies seeking information abour AA.
The point was stressed that we, as Public Information AA workers, are
not authoritiss on alcchelisn. A briefing of the 1995 and 1995
budgets was given.

Treatment Facilities CHAIR:NEAL B ALT.~-JEFF H . ATT:31

Rodger opened with a 15 minute presentation of Department of
Corrections Treatment programs To better serve their needs, they want
AA’s ideas and the help of our program. We then covered the
description of what tier 1 through 4 programs are and how they
operate. TIER 1 is a 40 hour substance abuse class with introduction
to group therapy. TIER 2 is several weeks Treatment, TIER 3 and 4 are

months to years in Treatment and/or work release time. We spoke of
the need to have a working relationship with these programs- not
affiliation but cooperation. Spoke of need to continue developing

Temporary Contact programs tc meet the suffering alceololic when
leaving the Treatment Center and take them to their first outside
meeting. We answered questions about carrying the message inside
Treatment Centers. Next Assembly (O0ct 95), I will provide you a
report, written and verbal, on the Annual Temporary Contact Program in
Cleveland, Ohio. I will be attending in September.

Administrative Committees

Pinance Chaired by Treasurer Judy P in the abhsence of David W '
Finance Committee Chair. 18 in attendance.

’ Lt

Actual income and expenses are still continuing to be about equal.
Proposed budget distributed for discussion. Several committee
chairpersons (Treatment, Corrections, Public Information) explained
their budget requests, especially special projects and travel. Errors
and other corrections to the proposed budget were pointed ocut. Chairs
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responded to questions from the floor. Attempts were made to determine
the actual Archives budget request. A brief discussion followed
comparing the total budgets for CPC, Corrections and Treatment as
compared to the needs we must serve. Comparison of committee budgets
was discouraged in light of the differences in the cost of carrying
out committee responsibilities, such as the cost of booth fees and
pamphlets for CPC. Adjourned until 2:45 PM.

Resumed with 7 committee members in attendance (a quorum) and met
for one hour then continued from 5:30 to 7pm. Standard budget items
such as actual costs of putting on assemblies, actual amounts
collected at assemblies, and officers’ costs for duplication,
supplies, phone, etc. Papa Joe F. presented a new, detailed budget

request for Corrections Committee, - Ssing thereguest—for-greater
spectficity-and Tearistic evaluation—ef-needs. Requested $2rrzoT—down

From—§27450. Budget request includes 4 mandatory trips to meet with
DOC cfficials, with 2 trips per year required thereafter. Concern was
expressed that Assembly approval might be required for the long~-term
Department of Corrections coordination program. Several members
expressed their appreciation for the efforts of Corrections pecple in
devising a committee agenda and assigning costs.

Archives presented a detailed budget. Discussion followed about who
should bear the cost of committee chairs traveling to districts to
make presentations. Several committees had travel budget reguests
reduced. Assembly should continue to address the issue of when NFAA
and when districts should cover travel (mileage) for officer and
chairpeople travel to districts. Need for budget orientation for new
officers and committee chairs was raised.

Bringing in outside speakers was removed from CPC budget reguest
and booth fees decreased. Finance believes Treatment Committee
attendance at Temporary Contacts Conference needs to be defended
before the Assembly and so was not included in budget. Intergroup
travel to Intergroup Conference was also guestioned. The $1500 reguest
was to allow for travel to west coast location. $500 was approved,
thereby requiring Intergroup to request actual costs from the Assembly
when those costs are known. Grapevine was given standard ($150) amount
for Duplication and for Postage categories. Because of committee
concern around funding travel to districts, reguest for district
travel funds was denied.

Committee discussed whether we want to submit a balanced budget or
substantially reduce the difference between income and expense. Better
accuracy is the goal.
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Growth Committee  CHAIR: STEVE W !
We had 26 people present. We discussed a letter sent to the Growth
committee concerning the Spanish groups and their desire to form a
district-at-large in the North Fla Area. A motion was made by Chris
for the Spanish groups to go forth and present to Growth their
proposal- and how they plan to operate as a district- After a lengthly
discussion, we voted; the vote was unanimous. Hopefully, the Spanish
groups will be present at the assembly in October with their propesal.

Site Committee CHAIR: KATHY P 19 :

Business of letter from District 12 requesting Site to have a signer
present for Sunday Assembly. Presently we pay $75 per weekend, for
signer at Accessibilities and Speaker Meetings. Lengthy discussion
followed on all aspects. A Site members voted in favor of not adding
additional expense to assembly. "It is the recommendation of the Site
Commmittee that the signer fee of $75.00 be used for the Sunday
Assembly so that the business of the Assembly can be conducted." This
would be a change from the current status. 9 in favor, no opposed, no
minority. District 7 will host the October 1995 Assembly. Districts
25 and 17 will host January of 1996. Districts 28,4, and 13 will be
presenting a request to their districts for hosting 2pril 199s.
District 19 will be hosting October 1998, At the October 1995 Site
meeting we will be considering bids for Ramada Beach Resort, Daytona,
the Sea Turtle, Jacksonville, Fl1 the Ramada Jacksonville, 1 downtown,
Jacksonville and Holiday Inn West, Gainesville. oOur goal is to have a
contract proposal Hanuary of 1996 for our 1997 and 1998 assemblies.
