October 12, 1996

Area Chair -Corrinne F opened with the Serenity Prayer. Corrine read The Long Form
of The Concepts as found in the Service Manual.

Registrar - Tom thanked everyone for the chance to serve. He then took Ro’ﬂ Call.
Tom handed out the Group Sheets at the DCM meeting, these need to be checked,
corrected if necessary and returned to him. NOT NEW YORK. All GSR changes need to

be in to him no later than 4 weeks after the Assembly.

Secretary - Cecilia L asked for any changes to the July minutes. Error was
found on page 12. Saturday should be next to Agenda and Sunday next to Elections.
Corrections were so noted and put in archive copy. Motion made to accept minutes,

seconded, and PASSED. For those who knew Bobbeye L , she died three weeks
ago.
Delegates Report - Dan E L -It is with mixed emotions happy and sad that [ give

this last Delegates report.
The 46th General Service Conference report was passed out at the DCM meeting this

afternoon,

First of all this is a voting Assembly and an exciting time in the process and in the
workings of Alcoholics Anonymous and the Service Structure. What we do here
tomorrow is very important in carrying the message to the Alcoholic who still suffers.
I'would like to share something with you that got me through the last two years, please
understand that what I am going to read here is from As Bill See' s It. This describes me
perfectly, Page 28 "Troublemakers can be teachers. Few of us are any longer afraid of
what any newcomers can do to our A.A. reputation or effectiveness. Those who slip, those
who panhandle, those who scandalize, those with mental twists, those who rebel at the
program, those who trade on the A.A. reputation - all such persons seldom harm an A.A.
group for long. _
Some of these have become Qur most respected and best loved. Some have remained to try
our patience, sober nevertheless. Others have drifted away. We have begun to regard the
troublesome ones not as menaces, but rather as our teachers. They oblige us to cultivate
patience, tolerance and humility. We finally see that they are only people sicker than the
rest of us, that we who condemn them are the Pharisees who Jalse righteousness does our
Group the deeper spiritual damage.” Over the years in my service at the Assembly I have
made the transition from troublemaker to a little bit of humility which is a result of
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working with you people over the years. But the work is not over. Challenges in the
future, what your new Officers have to do is to come up with Agendas that will fill up this
hall. As I listened very carefully to the roll call I hear Districts which are not represented
by DCMs or Alt DCMs. I hear large districts which we have talked about splitting and
muitiple DCM answering with 3 GSRs, these are the challenges of the future, these are
the things we must overcome. We must reach out and touch each other in this world of
service. The way we do this will be different, your new Delegate will be tackling the issue
of electronic meetings. We hear terms like "Face to Face” meetings which is the way
meetings have been conducted for the last 60 years vs the "Electronic” meetings.
Another area is four legal decisions concerning whether A:A. and her sister fellowship
Narcotics Anonymous are religious organizations. It has been deemed by the court that
they are indeed religious. Now we are so blessed to have the Traditions, especially
Tradition 10, that we can sit back and watch what happened and simply say we have no
opinion on outside issues. And A.A. will walk through as we have always walked through
those tough issues. The knowledge, utilization and passing on of the Traditions is our
greatest assets in the work of the Assembly. There is no issue that is brought before this
Assembly which cannot be addressed comfortably with these Traditions.
I'find myself in the position of being an old-timer as I rotate out, I refer to As Bill See's It
again on page 138. "The founders of many groups ultimately divide into two classes
known in A.4. slang as "elder statesmen” and "bleeding deacons".
The elder statesman sees the wisdom of the group's decision to run itself and holds no
resentment over his reduced status. His judgment, fortified by considerable experience, is
sound, he is willing to sit quietly on the side lines patently awaiting developments.
The bleeding deacon is just as surely convinced that the group cannot get along without
him. He constantly connives for re-election to office and continues to be consumed with
self-pity. Nearly every oldtimer in our Society has gone through this process in some
degree. Happily, most of them survive and live to become elder statesmen. T hey become
the real and permanent leadership of A.A." One of the things I am most proud of is what
this Area has done in terms of carrying the message to the alcoholic who still suffers. [
haven't spoken with either one or two or five or in some meetings several hundred that I
haven't picked up this sheet "Twelve Stepping the Wet Drunk", If you have the
opportunity to attend the Southeast Regional Forum hopefully they are going to have a
workshop on this. All of this started in this room and we have been hitting this for 4 years
in the United States and Canada and all we did, all you did was what was in the book
called Alcoholics Anonymous. You know the spin/dry days are.over. You have to pick up
that sloppy one and do something with them. We have started a movement within A.A.
that is nothing more than a reminder of what we are here for, carrying the message to the
suffering alcoholic.
Someone asked me what I was going to do, [ am going to go home and wait for the phone
to ring, so someone will ask me to come over and host a workshop on Twelve Stepping
the Wet Drunk. I am going to get in my car and I am going to do the things we like to do
the most and that's talking about how to stay sober. _
I'would like to close with Page 169 and end my service career with this. "My experience
as an oldtimer has to some degree paralleled your own and that of many others. We all
Jind that the time comes when we are not allowed to manage and conduct the functional
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affairs of groups, areas, or in my case, A.A. as a whole. In the end, we can only be worth
as much as our spiritual example has justified. To that extent. we become useful symbols
- and that's just about it." This was written by Bill W. in 1964 followed by this simple
statement he wrote in 1949 "I have become a pupil of the A.A. movement rather than the
teacher I once thought I was" and I thank you very much.

Alternate Delegate - Fred W in interest of time I have no report.

I'reasurers Report. - Judy P gave out the 3rd quarter report and 1997 proposed
budget. (Corrected budget not received at time of printing). The conference has been

converted from spreadsheet format in Microsoft Works to Quickbooks bookkeeping
program. Every single entry/check/contribution was reentered into the new system. The
new report is different than you are used to seeing, it is not broken into quarters as in the
past, or percent of monies spent. There are some mistakes which as the report is fine
tuned will be corrected. Come job titles which changed as of the last assembly are still
listed under the old titles. The groups where reentered in as well from the deposit slips,
so groups that changed districts or names will be listed as they were on the deposits.
Please double check this report and let me know of any corrections. See Finance
Committee report. Motion to accept Treasurer's report, seconded, and PASSED.

Standing Committees

Archives - Kevin B Chair. 48 people in attendance. Began with the Serenity
Prayer. Began emphasizing the importance of District Archives. That so much of our
history needs to be preserved for those yet to arrive. We also emphasize the necessity of
knowing our history so that we can know it, and realize how priceless and special it is.

Showed the 82 slide history of A.A., of our roots in the Oxford Group. The formative
years between 1935 and 1939 when the first 100 struggled to take a word of mouth
program, and turn it into a tense and tangible program, that is the "Big Book of

Alcoholics Anonymous".

The years of struggle that lead us to the miracle that is so available today. The adoption of
our "Traditions" in 1950, the ratification of the General Service Structure in 1966, when

we believed we "Came of Age”.

Re-emphasized the desire to come to you, to bring the Archives of North Florida'to you.
Accessibilities - Azzubah W , Alternate Chair. Meeting was repreéented well by the

16 of the 21 Districts attending Area Conference. We are proud to have this kind of
interest and participation. '
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Enthusiasm was high while discussing problems and successes such as finding those who
need meetings, organizing local committees and funding special needs (i.e. interpreters
regularly at meetings) as well as bringing the Grapevine to the homebound, development
of regular weekly traveling meetings, and willingness within groups and districts to carry
the message. The purpose of this committee is getting people who cannot otherwise get
out to meetings. Primary purpose must be kept paramount,

Future work will be participation at the Area Committee chairs workshops on Kiwanis
Island in Merritt Island, Nov. 17, 1996 at 2:00pm, carrying meetings to nursing homes
and A.L.F.'s etc. and making more meetings children friendly.

Cooperation with Professional Community - Joe C Chair. 20 people in attendance.
We discussed the importance of our literature. We discussed the importance of one on
one presentation and how to get funding for local activities through Intergroups, Districts
or Area. The North Florida Area also has the tabletop display for use in any district when
needed and should be utilized by the districts. Also it is the Chairperson job to travel to
districts for workshops so lets do some workshops. So far for 1997 we have a
Professional Exhibit in Orlando with the National Secondary Principles March 7-9, 1997.
It has been a great pleasure serving as the C.P.C. Chairperson for the NFAA, thank you

for the experience and support,

Corrections - Roger J Chair. 40 people attended. The meeting started with a
moment of silence followed by the Serenity Prayer. Roger indicated that he is getting
requests for literature and information concerning the prisons program we are
successfully implementing. G.S.0. Doug R says Florida's program is most
active and most controversial. Roger would like correspondence from committee
members rather than phone calls. Roger distributed mail to district representatives and

asked all present to sign in.

J.R. discussed a problem with prison compounds being closed when folks show up to
bring in a meeting. He suggested we show patience, that we don't know what happened at
that facility (i.c. don't take it personally) and to Just keep showing up as scheduled.

District 34 asked for process to get into facility. District 31 said sometimes we need to be
reprocessed every 6 months. The State has completed description as to who is allowed in.
Roger suggested that the D.C. is changing to a standardized form for processing A.A.
folks. Discussion ensued concerning "Gate Pass" versus full-time clearance.

Appropriate clothing for A.A. folks in prison was discussed, especially the wearing of
leathers and patches/gang colors. We were reminded that we are carrying the message,

not the messenger, and personalities before principals is to be discouraged.

A.A. online for prisoners was brought up. However, DOC has had negative experience
with this and it did not seem feasible in the foreseeable future.
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Roger has declined to be reappointed Committee Chair, as he is now an administrator and
does not want the appearance of conflict to overshadow the committee's good work.

Some prisons are going to day meetings instead of night meetings for security reasons.

Next semi-annual North-South Combination meeting will be March 22, 1997 in Winter
Park. A flyer is being prepared.

It was suggested that the Correction Committee state in writing what the qualifications of
the new Chairperson should be as no such guidelines now exist. Since the new
Chairperson is going to be appointed please submit all interested party's names to the
newly elected Chairperson on Sunday. Meeting closed with the Serenity Prayer.

Grapevine - Charlotte B Chair.15 people in attendance. The meeting opened with the
Serenity Prayer. The general topic was sharing and general discussion on how to circulate
the grapevine in the group. Several shared ways they knew of the Grapevine helping the

alcoholic.

The Grapevine is one of the most visible tools that A.A. has and it's there to be used. The
communication by the Grapevine is vital to A.A. as a whole.

The new editor in New York is Ames Sweet and the circulation director is Pam Barclay.
The circulation is now 6,147, It goes up and down but stays over 6,000.

As always we need more GVR in districts and groups. We are presently working on
updating and correcting the New York printout. It is not cost effective for New York to

send correspondence to groups and people that don't exist.

It has been real growth learning to served as Area Grapevine Chairman. I want to thank
everyone of you and I love you all.

Intergroup - Don B: - Chair Theme: A.A. Hotline: First Contact. 42 people attended
with 6 of the 12 Intergroups located in the North Florida Area, and 15 districts.
Representatives of established and evolving intergroups shared their experience
contcerning hotline processes and procedures. The benefits and shortcomings of
answering services, 24 hours A.A. phone volunteers, and the use of answering machines,

beepers and cell phones were discussed. -

The Lake/Sumter Intergroup has an 800 phone number to service outlying areas. The
Brevard County Intergroup recently converted to a 24 hours A.A. phone volunteer process
modeled after Orlando Intergroup. Angelo M. "Angel" is the new Intergroup Office

Administrator in Orlando. :
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All agreed that active responsible phone volunteers are continually needed. Some groups
take the responsibility for a shift, and frequently have covered dish hotline parties. This
allows new phone vohmteers to be trained while enjoying A.A. Fellowship.

The A.A. Service Manual, pages S98 & 899, clarifies that both Intergroups and General
Service Committees are "separate but vital service structures (that) coexist in many areas
in mutval cooperation and harmony, to the benefit of the entire fellowship". The use of
liaisons between Districts and Intergroups, and vice versa, is very helpful.

Don thanked everyone for allowing him to serve and helping him stay sober.

Literature - Alt chajr Debbie W - Theme: How is Literature distribution done in
your group/district. Discussed need for "publicity” of A.A. publications. Discussed sale of
non-A.A. literature and knick knacks. Group discussion of other literature ensued, and
what the meaning of "Conference approved" on our literature is. Discussion ensued about
whether offering non-A.A. literature is or is not an endorsement of that literature.
Discussion continued on ideas regarding separation of "customers” eyes of what is and is
not A.A. literature. Both are offered for sale at a venue, and when they have been used at

meetings.

Question was asked what different means groups got their literature whether New
York/Intergroup/Clubs/Donations ete, order forms from New York were introduced, and
that discount was described. Need for group literature rep was encouraged and that the
GSRs are important links for literature for groups. Service Manual was pointed out as
another good A.A. publication.

Public Informatien - Fred H Chair Theme "Carrying the message through your
Public Information Commiitee" 26 people in attendance. P.I. committee's can participate
in local health fairs in their community. Health fairs are held throughout the year by
schools, community groups and businesses. Most organizations will invite you back
yearly. Recovering Alcoholics participating in health fairs should have a good
understanding of the program of A.A. and also be familiar with the Traditions of

Alcoholics Anonymous.

A committee can also place information about A.A. meetings in local newspapers or
other publications in their community. Keep in mind the 7th Tradition of being self-
supporting and be prepared to pay for space in these publications if requested by the
editors. With the closing of treatment centers, private company's and organizations
contact Public Information Committees for speakers to explain about Alcoholism and the
program of A.A.. We are not experts on the topic of alcoholism and speak only for

ourselves and not A.A. as a whole. 7
It was suggested that the following pamphlets be used when asked to give a talk.

A.A. Guidelines
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 The AA. Fact File is now available on the Internct. The address on the World Wide Web
is http://www.alcoholics anonymous. org. District 16 hosted a Public Information
workshop on August 31, 1996 in Lake City. A general discussion period was held to

address questions from the group.

Treatment Facilities - Neal B; Chair No report turned in.
Adminijstrative Committees

Finance Committee - Dave W 1 Chair. 8 members out of 13 members present. Dave
brought up that the budget passed out by the Treasurer reflected a $1000.00 change in
expenses requested by the Secretary for duplication. Judy said that was a mistake and the
correct amount should be $3000.00 (not $2000.00). It was decided to just point that out as

an error prior to the budget meeting.

Dan E. (Delegate) brought up the need for possibly changing the line in his budget "Visit
to South Florida" to "Visit from South Florida". He commended we pickup the expenses
of the South Florida Delegate to come for an annual visit. He said they pickup our
Delegate's expenses for a similar visit. After considerable discussion, including the need
to be fiscally prepared for covering the biannual visit of our SE Trustee, the Committee
approved changing the proposed budget to be presented at the Assembly. Recommended

changes to proposed budget: ‘
The Committee recommends that we change the proposed 1997 budget, prior to voting on

the budget, as follows:

that 1) in the expenses section for the DELEGA TE, we delete the line "Visit to South
Florida" and that corresponding amount of $300.00; and
2) in the expenses section entitled ASSEMBLY COSTS, we add a line, reading
"Visit by South Florida Delegate” and corresponding amount of $150.00; and
3) in the expenses section entitled ASSEMBLY COSTS, we add a line reading
"Visit by Southeast Regional Trustee (odd years only)” and a corresponding

amount of 3500.00

Cecilia (Secretary) brought up that since stepping in as Secretary, filling out Mark
Randall's term, she has had to drive to Orlando to mail our bulk mailouts. The cost for
moving the bulk mail permit from Orlando to Cocoa before the normal renewal is
$185.00. Her mileage (including toll charges) for the drive to Cocoa to Orlando is about
$15.00. She requested reimbursement for three such trips. The committee approved
authorizing the Treasurer to make the necessary reimbursements.

There was discussion as to why the budget was not balanced, this is, projected expenses
do not equal projected income. Judy responded that since it is difficult to project what
group contributions would be, you could essentially put in an amount for "carry forward"
that would balance the budget. She chooses not to do that. Also, 1s was mentioned that up
until recently, we in the Finance Committee had no way to measure actual expenses vs
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budgeted expenses. Such information will help future committees to better prepare and
analyze proposed budgets and to reduce what may be inflated expenses projections.
Adjourned with the Lords Prayer.

Growth - Steve W) 'Chair. Opened with the Serenity Prayer. 9 committee members
present . District 18 petitioned for multiple DCMs, 2 DCMs were approved.

District 12 asked for 1 more DCM. This was approved.

It was requested that Districts that wish to add DCMs to contact Growth Committee
before the Assembly.

I'would like to thank everyone for allowing me to chair Growth for the past 2 years, it has
been a growing experience.

Site Kathy P Chair. Thank you to District 19 for hosting this Assembly. Kathy gave
Lee Yodell, DCM #10 a list of host responsibilities to give to the incoming DCM. It is
also necessary for the January hosts to do DCM orientation to be held at 9:00, same as
GSR orientation. Also the new Chairman will issue an invitation to the Southeastern
Regional Trustee to attend our January Assembly. The new Alternate Chair will need to
notify the DCMs so they don't get a speaker for Saturday evening.

Discussion followed on the Site Chair and also on using DCM as Alt chair. It was the
sense of the'meeting that the way it is today is working fine, no recommendations from
Site. The Site Committee wanted to have the following repeated in the minutes for all the
new GSRs and DCMs. In January of 1996 voted that "the need for an Interpreter of
American Sign language for the hearing impaired be put on a request basis. This request
would be the responsibility of the person(s) requiring this service to contact their DCM
who would present the request to the Chairperson of North Florida Area at least two

weeks prior to the Assembly.

SueAnn brought up the topic-of "Homegroup", 1 group 1 vote. Discussion followed on
Service, Commitment, responsibility for the efforts not the results. This is also another
DCM responsibility to educate the groups. Good sharing and discussion followed.

As meeting ended Debbe wish to revisit meetings at Assembly. This was referred by
Chairman to January Site Committee meeting because of shortage of time for committee
to discuss such an important issue. Meeting closed with the Lord's Prayer.
