Singleness of Purpose - 1. (a) the following statement headed "Singleness of Purpose and
Problems other than Alcohol” be an opening paragraph of each CPC pamphlet:
"Alcoholism and drug addiction are often referred to as "substance abuse or chemical
dependency”, "Alcoholics and non-alcoholics are, therefore, sometimes introduced to AA
and encouraged fo attend AA meetings. Anyone may attend Open AA meetings, but only
those with a dripking problem may attend closed meetings or become AA members.
People with problems other than alcoholism are eligible for AA membership only if they

have a drinking problem”. Any voted yes.
(b} As a further statement of singleness of purpose the Preamble be in bold type in each

CPC pamphlet 9 for 3 against. .
The commitiee suggested for 12 steps be moved from page 7 to page 20 in the pamphlet
"Members of the Clergy ask about Alcoholics Anonymous" 12 for.

The committee believed that the listing available AA publications/videos is fine as
specified in each of the different CPC pamphlets/service PCS and needs no further
change. Agreed. '

Reviewed 3 pamphilets "AA in your Community”, "If you are a Professional”, "AA and
the Employee Assistance Program" agreed to combine all three pamphlets and rename it
suggested name "AA as a Resource in your work environmeni” this group wanted to
rename it a "A brief guide to Alcoholics Anonymous' A Resource for the Health Care
Professional”. Did not like the terminology "What AA does not do”.
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Reviewed the pamphlet "Members of the Clergy ask about Alccholics Anonymous” This
group did ot want to move the steps from page 7 to be right to the Traditions on page 20.
They think it had more impact in front and separate. Under section "Why would the
Clergy... on page 26, would be more appropriate as first two paragraphs under "Purpose
heading on page 9; Agreed unanimously to move.

As to changing the title "AA as a resource for the Clergy” 7 keep the name 2 against.

The committee felt using the work "Resource” was a buzz word for the 90's and would be
effective. i

The Committee unanimously agreed to include the phone # for the General Service office
in all pamphilets,

The feeling was that the way it is stated
helps the sponsor with humility and continued ego deflation.

AA Group pamphlet - Consider a suggestion that information from Warranty Six, concept
twelve, be added to the "The AA Group” pamphlet under the heading, "What is an AA
Group?". By unanimous vote we feel that adding this would be extra verbiage and
redundant afier reading what is already on page 15,

Temporary contact group handout, group stated concern about duplicating GSO's
"Bridging the Gap"” pamphlet.

- be an asset to those carrying the message into-treatment facilities.-
Distributed copies of a new NFA Temporary Contact leafiet that is being put together,
received good feedback on revisions that need to be made. ' .
Workshops are being planned for Orlando, Tallahassee, Jacksonville, Ocala and the
Daytona Beach, area. These will help in increasing the awareness for the need of District
Treatment Chairperson and also group institution or treatment reps. These will be needed
10 organize a NFA Temporary Contact Program.

We also had a question and answer session that covered temporary contacts, bringing

3. The current budget be amended to add accommodations and mileage expenses for the
parliamentarian (same as other officers and chairpeople) TABLED.

Growth - JimB 6 of 11 commitiee members present. 18 in attendance. Tony
Small agreed to be Alt Chair.

District 17 has petitioned growth for multiple DCM's. 39 registered groups, 34 active.
Motion to approved PASSED 4 10 1. Dist. 17 DCM Charlie Thoman said 12 or 13 groups
were in aitendance when the vote, at Dist 17 was taken to- petition-for multiple DCM's.
Minority opinion - disliked guidelines as they stand. Mary Jo made a motion to reconsider
the vote, Motion PASSED; 3 to 1. Much discussion followed. Suggestion made to

Charlie to return to Dist 17 to get a more complete consensus of the groups.

At the next growth comm. meeting the matter of groups that have changed districts will
be discussed. It was suggested that the groups and districts involved attend that meeting.
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Site-Tom G . 10 of 11 commitiee members present. plus 6 others. We discussed Sat
night officers sharing session. According to the results of 19 out of 33 districts
responding to the survey that was sent out the indication was that we should discontinue
the session. Motion was made seconded and passed unanimously to replace with a
discussion meeting, This will require a change to Structure and Guidelines.

We had discussion on whether or not to change the host committee responsibilities to
indicate that the NFA officers should be considered for Sat night speakers and decided
that it would not be in the best inferest of the NFA to make that change.

We discussed the suggested theme, presentations and discussion topics for the 1998
conference and were all in agreement that the theme "Our Changing Fellowship - Our
Consistent Message” fits what is gong on in our fellowship today and that presentations
suggested (1) AA unity - Our strength, (2} diversity of membership - Our challenge, (3)
Traditions - Our hope and suggested workshop topies: (1) Carrying the Message ina
Changing Fellowship (2) Accepting our differences through love and tolerance (3)
Participation is the key, compliment the theme and are very fitting.

I suggested we begin discussion and thought about suggesting a theme and topics for the
99 conference. A suggestion was Taking Care in All Areas with topics that could include,
Traditions, Meeting Places and Traditions. Much more work is needed on these idess,
You can help to come up with a theme and discussion items by getting all suggestions to

site comm. by Oct. Assembly.
Dick Gallagher joined us and concurred that N¥ should get more involved in picking

themes for the Conference.
We discussed difficulties that Spanish speaking groups have and how we need to fi nd
ways to communicate with them and get them involved in the service structure.
