Intergroup - Bobbie F 1 Theme "UNITY" 85 in attendance.

Meeting opened with the serenity prayer.
How the voice of Intergroup is heard in New York, GSO. Ask it basket provided.

Prototype for eventual pamphlet handed out. AA guidelines shown. Where does
Intergroup fit info the general AA structure. History -1940's needed a central clearing
house to receive info and a way for groups to run AA.. While Intergroup is not a part of
the GSO structure, it is a part of the AA structure. It serves locally to do those things for
groups which can be done more efficiently. There are no absoiutes in regard to its
specific duties. Intergroup crosses districts at times to avoid disputes in many areas.
Discussion: What problems to people have with Intergroup; non-conforming
Intergroups; who does what; duplication with GSO; include Al-Anon, can bring (gray
areas) problems to Service Committee, communication among districts and intergroup
is essential. : o
Should Intergroup be in a clubhouse? Are you seif sufficient? Look at it in terms of the
traditions thru your steering committee. Why the duplication of commitiee? Intergroup
& districts should clarify this. Why is there no uniformity in Intergroup? autonomy. GSO
issues shouid be filtered to Intergroup? No. Who re-did the 60% of contributions to
Intergroup? GSO only 50% self supporiing. These are only suggestions. Is there a
power struggle? Districts vs Intergroup. Do you register an Intergroup? No just iet GSO

know. Closed with the Lords Prayer.

Literature - Alternate Chair Pat P " 12 districts represented by 21 in attendance.
Sample literature was passed around for everyone to view. Explained the functions of
literature committee from service manual. Open discussion on what the attendees
thought the literature rep in local groups should be doing to keep adeguate supply of
iterature for group. What is available and where o get it. What the newcomer should
be given packet should be put tegether.

Sometimes intergroup office is able to supply group with literature. Some of people said
their groups consider literature a priority when it comes to spending groups money.

At fairs/conventions put out literature and leave so pamphlets can be picked up
anonymously. Thank you to all who shared and Tom Maguire for lending his expertise.

Thanks 1o all who attended and put up with me.

Public Information - Mike M ' Theme "Speaking at NON-AA meetings" 63 in
attendance. Discussed the following: The pamphiet Speaking at NON-AA meetings.
Who should speak at NON-AA meetings. Who is qualified to speak. What topics to talk
abolit at different meetings, we also discussed a brief outline for a talk, and pamphlets
and material recommended as a primary source of information for you and the public.
We must remember that personal appearance is important, and that we are not experis
on the topic of alcohclism and speak only as members of AA and not AA as a whole.

Also distributed the pamphlet 1996 membership survey. Mesting closed with the Lords
prayer. o
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Treatment Facilities - Jeff H 38 in attendance. We opened the mesting with the
serenity prayer. The main focus of this workshop was informing those in attendance

about Temporary Contacts.

I started the meeting informing everyone of my experience at the Bridge the Gap
workshop in Milwaukee, W1, From September 19-21. There were about 100 members
from around the United States representing over 20 active Temporary Contact
programs. As well as a representative from our GSO Treatment Facilities Desk in New
York. The information obtained will be a great asset in establishing a temporary contact
program for the NFAA. The support for this program in other areas proves it can and
does work, :

I asked Bob V (past treatment chairman and the first to bring the bridge the gap
program to Florida) to share his experience with Temporary Contact Program. His
experience shows the TCP worked very well in South Florida, However in North Florida
a greater amount of participation is needed ioc make this program a reality throughout
the NFA. it's time for action on the part of the Districts 1o get treatment facilities
chairpeople. With a district coordinater fo help get volunteers to bring into treatment
facilifies, detoxes and hospitals in and arcund their district. A temporary contact list for
each district would become a reality. | expressed a desire to ses Group Institution Rep.
(GIR) group rep's have a better chance of getting volunteers from their group for
institutional meetings and estabiishing a temporary contact list for the district.

Right now district rep’s are needed to get names for the temporary contact list that is
needed for Intergroups to use for request. 8 out of 10 intergroups don't have a
temporary contact list. Help is needed from the districts,

A new leaflet for the NFA TCP was distributed for use in estabiishing this program AA
ternporary contacts. Making the transition from treatment to AA. This leaflet includes:
Overview of the program, how to arrange for a contact, and suggestions for making
contact with the newcomer. As well as a list of phone numbers for the intergroups in
NFAA. Which are the main contact points for this program.

Bob and I both answered questions about the temporary contact program and how it is
supposed to work. | also showed everyone a copy of the newly printed Treatment
Faciiities Handbook from GSO. This handbook is packed with great information on how
to establish Treatment Facilities Committees, a temporary Contact program and
working within the traditions. :

It took action to make our program work, and it will take action to make the TCP work,
And in the process we may help 10 save a life of a sick and suffering alcoholic being
released from treatment. A little guidance can go a long way to having Temporary
Contacts bring newcomers into the heart of AA our home groups. We closed the

meeting with the Lords prayer.

Neither of the above increases the 1997 budget.

1998 budget proposed change: That the proposed 1993 budget include a line item for
Capital Expenditures. That the amount is $3,000.00. That the item be funded from

prudent reserve. APPROVED.

Growth - Jim B 9 of 11 committee members present, Announced that the motion
to allow motions to be referred to committes at the discretion of the Area Chairperson,
wil come to the floor for a vote Sunday.
Reopened discussion of groups moving between districts, especiaily from under
poputated to mcre active districts. There was a presentation of examples of groups that
change districts and districts that have split or merged and how it was handied at the

- areas level. And one example of how District 21 solved their problems without any
changes to the district structure.
Mark R. proposed an amendment to the guidelines that would assign the Al Delegate
responsibility to maintain an inventory of the area's equipment. This needs to be

referred to the Area Chairperson.

Site-Tom G : 8 of 10 commitiee members present. Began with a discussion about
a suggested theme and topics for the 1999 NY Conf. After much discussion we agreed
on "Sobriety in the next millennium" with suggested presentation and discussion topics:

1. Presenting the message - our goal
2. Spirituality - our purpose

3. Traditions - Our hope for the future
Suggested workshop topics:

i. Our primary purpose -~ ~

Motion from floor Grapevine Committee: To resupply books for sale in January for the
amount of $1,500.00. Amend 1997 budget for the purpose of literature. seconded,

PASSED, no minority. '

Delegate Dick G: from Conference the subject of an Archives Committee. In
April Delegates voted on whether to make this a standing committes. It did not make it
out of committee. Creation of Archives will not take away from the Archives at GSO. |t
will serve to create guidance and guidelines for maintaining/education on Archives.
GSQ is concerned that there will not be sufficient delegates to man this committes.
Delegate sense of the assembly was mixed. He will try to keep an open mind. Question
was raised from floor as fo the difference between Delegate Archives Committee and
Trustee's Archive Committee. Delegates responsible for carrying out policy, trustee's
adopt the policies. Does the current Archivist provide the information and deal with the
Area Archivist to pass on information?

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STRUCTURES & GUIDELINES

1. PREFACE

These guidelines are not intended to replace the A.A. Service Manual. Each Area is autonomous and these
guidelines are to assist in clarifying matters which pertain specifically to the North Florida Area NOTE /.
References io the A.A. Service Manua! are included to make these guidelines a concise service reference

for members of the North Florida Area Conference.

2. AMENDING THE AREA GUIDELINES

Any proposed amendment to these guidelines shall be submitted in writing to the Area Chairperson, with 2
copy for the Delegate and Secretary. The amendment may be sent to the appropriate Committee at the
discretion of the Chairperson. At least 30 days prior to the next assembly, the Secretary shall mail copies
of the proposed amendment(s) to all DCMs and GSRs. The Chairperson shall include the proposed
amendment on the assembly agenda. A two-thirds vote in favor by the GSRs, DCMs, Area Officers and
Standing Committee Chairpersons present and voting shall constitute adoption of the amendment.

NOTE I: In these guidelines, the following definitions apply:

The North Floridg Area is the geographic region designated as Area 14 By the General Service
Conference of Alcoholics Anornymous World Services. It is also referred ta as the dreq,

The Area Commiitee is the Area Officers, Standing Committee Chairpersons, and District Committee
Members.

The Narth Florida Areq Assembly is a meeting, with proper notice, of the Area Committee and the

General Service Representatives of registered A.A. groups within the Area that desire to participate. The
Area Assembly is considered the muscile and Blood of genera! services in the area {page 892) and is the
democratic voice of the membership expressing itself, according to the AA. Service Manual, It is also

referred to as the Area Assembly, NFAA and Azsembly in these guidelines.

The North Florida Area Conferenca is the entity through which the Assembly conducis business with the
public.

References to the A.A. Service Manual are to the 1995-1996 edition of the Service Manuai, are io the
specific page and use the format (pg S&#).

3. ASSEMBLY FORMAT (MEMBERSHIP AND MEETINGS)

- The North Florida Area Conference shall convene on a quarterly basxs in a centralized fixed location for an
Area Assembly (see pg S62). The dates shall be determined by the Area Chairperson. The location for two

year pericds, will be determined by the Assembly.

Once every two years, the Southeastern Trustee will be invited to the Area Assembly.

No smoking is allowed in meeting rooms.

Composition: The North Florida Area Conference, designated as an Area Assembly, shali be composed of
the elected General Service Representatives of all A_A. groups within the North Florida boundaries
desiring to participate, District Committee Members. Area Committee Officers, and Standing Committee
Chairpersons or their alternates. All members shall be sober members of Alcoholics Anonymous.
