Secretary’s Report, Dilene 8. reported the minutes needed to be changed as follows: one individual’s last name was used and

will be taken out for the permanent copy, Intergroup was called Cooperation with Intergroup and that will also be changed. The

updated Structures and Guidelines will be distributed in January. Motion to aceept minutes, seconded, carried.

Treasurer’s Report, Rick B.

*  Year to date donations are $31,761.04, Assembly income from coffee and Seventh Tradition was $1,036.42 and income from
Literature sales was $361.32 with interest income of $63.18 on the CD. Total income YDT is $33,221.96.

*  Expenses for the Assembly YTD were $28,662.59, leaving us with a positive income of $4,559.37 YTD.

The checking account has a balance of $9,792.65. The CD on deposit at the bank matured on 9/11/05 and should have a
balance of $11,563.92 and interest due of $143.21 and will bring the balance on deposit to $11,707.13. The quarterly CD
statement will reflect the actual interest that was deposited and I do not have that at this time,

¢ Total on hand cash in checking and CD equals $21,356.57 and interest due of $143.21 for a total on hand of §2 1,499.78.
Actual expenses are running under budget YTD and has resulted in a positive Net Income versus a projected loss for the vear.
In plain words, we are spending less than we receive in donations which is where we want to be. Unless some unusual
expenses occur between now and the end of the year we shouid not experience the negative $3,360 that was projected and
break even or possibly see a positive amount which would help in getting our Prudent Reserve back to where it belongs.

Chairperson - Tom H. reported that there were two changes in Service Coordinators, Scoit L., Archives, had to step down and

Cecilia R. will be the Coordinator, with Robb as Alternate. John J Grapevine/LaVina, had to step down and Melinda G. will be

the new Coordinator, with Mandy as her Alternate

Delegate — Michael 8. recognized the past Delegates present: Tom D., (Panel 43), Dan E. (Panel 45), Dick G. (Panel 47 and past

Southeast Regional Trustee), Corliss G. (Panel 53)

* JuditC . resigned as GSO Archivist effective August 26 and Greg M. shared that we remain deeply grateful for Judit’s
professional contributions to the enlarging, cataloging and preservation of AA history.

©  Our thoughts and prayers have been with each member affected by Hurricane Katrina. Shortly afier the devastation,
communications from concerned AA members poured into GSO. Callers were encouraged to contact local offices in those
areas before sending literature because some offices experienced loss of storage space. Members were also assured that
contributions to the Generat Service Board enable GSO to provide complimentary literature whenever there is a need due to
an emergency.

* Julio E, liaison to ceniral/intergroup offices, contacted local offices to express our support of local AA services for the many
AA members who sought refuge in communities far from home. Local offices expressed gratitude and shared that groups and
members were actively engaged in Twelfth Step work, and that no request for AA literature and support was unfulfilled. AA
members responded generously to those requests. Upon request, our Publications Departrnent provided complimentary
literature to offices and trusted servants. In addition, a list of frequently asked questions titled “Hurricane Katrina-How Can
We Help?” was prepared and emailed to all Conference members and local offices, and enclosed in the mailmg of the
October/November issue of Box 4-5-9.

® Doug R. and Greg M. traveled to Australia and met with management and trustees at Australia’s GSO in Sydney prior to
attending the 6® Asia Oceanic Service Meeting. Twelve countries and seventeen delegates participated: Australia, Cambodia,
Hong Kong, India, Indonesia, Japan, New Zealand, Philippines, Russia (Asian), Singapore, Thailand, and Vietnam.

¢ The AA Guidelines on “Clubs,” “For Members Employed in the Alcoholism Field” and “Central or Intergroup Offices™ have
been translated in Simplified Chinese.

e  Michael read a letter from Greg M. (see Attachment B)

Service Coordinators’ Reports
Accessibilities — Greg S., number in attendance 20.

Carrying the message into hospitals, nursing homes and to homebound members of AA was the theme. We reviewed the
available literature which addresses this, although we found there was not a great amount. We discussed some of the challenges
facing us bringing meetings into institutions. There was some debate regarding the need for this but most of us thought the need
was fairly great. Some of the methods we discussed were forming an actual group such as an “on call” group or a “we are not
alone anymore™ group. This would be a group of people who would be willing to bring meetings to home or hospital bound
members.

We also discussed ways to publicize this such as bringing flyers to hospitals and nursing homes, discussing with a hospital
placing a flyer or brochure in their admission literature, and placing an announcement on the front of the Where and When.

If anyone is interested in starting an on call type group or if anyone has experience with doing this in the past, please contact me
or Louie as we would love to help or learn from your experience.

At the next Assembly, Louie will bring all of the available accessibilities books, tapes, videos and other media for a muitimedia
presentation.

If there are any meetings or clubhouses in your district which are moving or renovating please contact me. 1 have some great
literature to help make meeting places more accessible. Thank you for allowing me to serve

Archives — Rob K. Alternate Archives Coordinator

The workshop was chaired by the new Altenate Archives Coordinator, Rob K. Questions and Answer session. Questions
regarding having archives open for display in a permanent place. Having more archives on display at Assembly. Archives is in the
process of preserving the Delegates books. So far 6 Past Delegates books have been completed. They will be here in January if
anyone would like to see them. They contain not only the information from the conferences they attended, they also have issues
which were pertinent at the time they were Delegate. The cldest book being January 1971-72 Sam inman. In his book was the
1975-76 Registrar’s record, 72 groups were listed. All records from the Treasurer’s and Registrar’s which were in boxes have been
categorized and filed. We have records starting in 1985 to 2002,

A plan has been formulated with the Webmaster for the electronic archiving of all the minutes. We will start with the earliest
ones from the 1960’s, Scan them and save to a zip drive. Then copy the files that are saved already on the Secretary’s computer as
well, so that the records can be viewed without having to see the hardcopy of the minutes.

A complete list of inventory of Archives will be available at the next assembly. The National Archives Workshop which was to
be held in New Orleans on September 22, 2005 has been rescheduled and relocated to Jackson, Mississippi in February of 2006.

CPC - Pauline N., number in attendance 26.

Theme was reviewing literature for the professional. The meeting was opened with the Serenity Prayer. The definition of CPC
from the workbook was read. AA has 12 pamphlets for the professional. The preamble is in every pamphlet. The 12 pamphilets are:
1) “Let’s Be Friendly with Our Friends”; 2) “Information on A A.”, 3) “A.A. as a Source for Healthcare Professionals”, 4} “This is
A.A7, 5) *“Problems Other Than Alcohol”, 6) “A.A. in Correctional Facilities”, 7) “If You Are a Professional”, 8) “Understanding
Anonymity”, 9) “Members of the Clergy”, 10: “Is There an Alcoholic in the Workplace”, 11) “A.A. in Your Community™; 12:
“This is A.A”. The Districts are sending letters to the professionals with what AA does and does not do. The Districts are also
putting iiterature in libraries, schools, ERs and Police Departments and Chamber of Commerce. CPC will be doing our first
National Conference April 8, 2006. Thank you for allowing me to serve.

Corrections — Chaz H., number in attendance 24

Started out with Serenity Prayer. Subject: Always read the AA preamble and take a few minutes to explain the underlying
Traditions; Others expressed that the 12 Steps were good for whoever comes, and just focus on the solution of recovery.

Also covered how to find prerelease contacts and introducing Al-Anon to inmate families. We distributed 70 12 & 12°s, 65 Big
Books, 6 Big Books on tape, 6 12 & 12s on tape, 3 box sets of Pass Jt On and Dr. Bobh And the Good Old Timers, and various
pamphlets and work books to volunteers serving North Florida Correctional Institutes. George C. is the new Corrections alternate.

Topic, Guidelines for websites for Intergroup

meeting minutes and not using other people’s names or business names on Intergroup websites. Keep it simple so people can
understand. Some Intergroup Chairs shared about things they have leamed about building their websites. We also learned about
oniine meetings and discussed the Online Intergroup which can be found in our Eastern directory from GSO. Some questions were
also asked, can an Intergroup rep also be a2 GSR at the same time, and it was discussed that every group was autonomous. We
should try to share responsibility for the spirit of rotation. Closed with Lord’s Prayer,

Literature - Jim T., number in attendance 22

The meeting opened with the Serenity prayer at 10:30. The GSO AA guidelines for “Literature” were distributed.

Deiegate Michael S. presented the Conference Literature Committee report. He stated that they were very busy and met many
extra hours. Conference items were discussed line-by-line and frame-by-frame. It was voted “no” to split the Literature Committee
into two sections.

Literature Coordmator, Jim T., brought 4 display boards, a complete set of AA pamphiets and dust covers for AA books. The
group mounted these items so that they could be displayed at future Assemblies. The pamphlets were grouped according to GSO’s
catalog areas: Recovery, Unity, Service and Professional pamphlets.

Public Information - Alt. Coordinator, Doniece S., mumber in attendance 17,

Topic: Review PI Guidelines. Reviewed AA Guidelines, AA fact sheet. Suggestions for working with radio and TV stations,
anomymity of AA members. Discussion was held about how to contact schools, radio, TV stations, etc. Discussion was held
regarding various methods of presentation, i.e., panel discussions, role playing, workshops, etc. Opened the floor for Q&A and
experiences from practicing PI Chairs in other Districts.

Treatment - Ed V.

Topics: Meeting formats in Treatment Centers; Getting people involved in service; Bridging the Gap Workshop Weekend.

Meetings in general -- definition: “The AA Group” defined on p 15; Long form of Third Tradition {page 563, 4" Ed BB),
further puidance in Warranty 6, Concept 12 (p 75 Service Manual)

Open and Closed meetings (The AA group, page 16); discussion on variety of topics; speaker (guidance in BB, p 58, 29, 50);
Beginners (Guide available from GSO), Step, Tradition or Big Book; Business, Group Inventory, Service, Grapevine meetings.

Types of meetings in Treatment Facilities (Treatment workbook, p 11); Regular AA Groups — just like any other group, no
other affiliation, they just happen to meet in a treatment facility. Treatment Facilities AA Meeting: Usually restricted to clients or
residents of treatment facility, brought into the facility and chaired by local AA’s, facility requirements, as well as AA limitations,
explored in meeting with Administration (Treatment Workbook, p 13); Information programs for professional staff (“Presentation”
and Treatment workbook, p 18) .

Working with Treatment Facility clients (Treatment workbook, pg 19-20); Suggested outline, (p 20); Why you’re there; Show
“Hope” video; Read and explain preamble.

Personal experience — Three kinds of Treatment meetings: Short term (Detox), Medium length (Afiercare, etc.), regular AA
meetings (all lengths)

What works best depends on type of facility: Short term (detox); presentation — who we are, what we do, step one, speaker,
Living Sober. Medium Term (28 days, for instance) — Speaker/discussion, step series (Steps 1-3), Ask-It basket. Long term
(Months-years) — step series, Big Book workshop, discussion (see suggested topics handout), speaker.




How to get people involved — Sponsorship, asking for volunteers and District/Intergroup meetings, service meetings; sharing
experience at meetings — discuss the spiritual uplift that comes from volunteering; important role it plays in our recovery; during
announcements, pass along any opportunities to serve,

Q&A discussion. Bridging the Gap Workshop weekend report {Attachment C)

Web Sabcommittee — Glenn W., Number in Attendance: 18

After a Serenity Prayer, the meeting began with a welcome to the new members to the meeting, First, I wish to thank Tom C.
for his technical contributions-and service as Assistant Webmaster. He has resigned the Assistant Webmaster position due to
current scheduling conflicts with his job. I'have asked Lisa F. from District 5 to fulfill that position. She has a great service
background and also brings years of professional web development experience and is available to serve.

Among those attending were some current and past webmasters of various Intergroups, Districts, and Area, and Rosemarie S.,
from the 8. Florida (Area 15) Web Site Committee. The Webmaster pave an update on the upcoming and passed motions
affecting the website and the stams of those projects such as the committee pages which should be made available in the next two
weeks. Most recently, the Area Newsletter is available online. Just click the link “Area Newsletter” from our website

We have already experienced the usefulness of this tool in more quickly informing members of Area 14 by the ability of our
Chairperson to provide an update, specifically the G.S.0. response to Hurricane Katrina FAQ (also I Box 459}, added to the
newsletter, and posting that online within 48 hours of receiving it from our G.S.0. office.

A brief discussion about the role of the subcommittee and webmaster followed.

Then some great, informative discussion followed conceming the future possibility of emailing the minutes and/or posting the
minutes on the web site. Some concerns were identified and discussed and some misconceptions were clarified. The webmaster
asked Rosemarie 8. to share Area 15°s experience. She stated that Area 15 has saved a considerable amount of postage by e-
Mailing the minutes to members who request that method of mailing.

A question was asked from the floor if we currently have a link to the South Florida Web site which was answered by “no”.

A motion was presented from the floor of the meeting and seconded as follows:

Section 19-4 Q of the Structures and Guidelines be added as follows “A link to the South Florida Area (Area 15) Web Site and
Area 1 Interproups located geographically within the State of Florida.”

This motion was discussed, amended, and passed unanimously.

Administrative Committee Reports

Finance — Beth )., number in attendance, 19 voting DCMs out of 12 assigned to Committee

Proposed 2006 Budget was topic. Beth opened the meeting with the Serenity Prayer. The proposed budget for 2006 was
distributed to those who did not have their minutes. Treasurer, Rick B., listed the actual vs. budgeted income and expenses as of
October 15, 2005. There was discussion regarding a District’s concern over the Delegate’s pre-Conference Get Together and the
expenses. Area Secretary, Dilene S., presented costs for duplication and distribution of the mimutes and expressed concerns of the
expense, desiring to find some way to cut costs. Dilene gave several options. One, 8 CD with an expense of $1.86 mailing; two,
purchase of a laser jet printer. Comparisons with pros and cons were discussed. There was discussion relating to the line items. A
base of $50 for duplication, $50 for postage, $25 for supplies, $25 for telephone and $200 for workshops for Accessibilities,
Archives, CPC, Corrections, Grapevine, Intergroup, Literature, PI and Treatment. Additional expense needs were or will be
addressed as needed. Treasurer, Rick B., stated that last year’s budget was distributed with a request to reduce budgets 10%.

Chairperson, Beth J., requested an Ad Hoc Committee be formed to research reducing duplication costs. Members to be from
different locations in the area. Things to be considered regarding the time sensitive nature of the minutes; options such as using a
publishing company, the North Florida Area website, costs per Assembly, using a correctional facility AA members, etc. Beth
closed the meeting with the Lord’s prayer.

Ad Hoc Committee: Tom D. (District 12); Kathy S. (District 5); Mary K. (District 14); Melanie E. (District 18); and someone
from the Jacksonville area. Dilene will serve as advisor.

Actual cost of copies: $1,346.80 (750 sets of minutes); $1.82/copy, $.12/envelope, $.03/1abel, $.18/postage (bulk rate) for a
total of $2.15/set of minutes.

Option 1: $1.00 to have Lee Y. burn CD; $.23/CD; $.18 postage (bulk rate); $.43/padded envelope; for a total of $1.86/set of
minutes

Option 2: Laser jet printer purchase for $300 to $600; $64/cartridge (make 3500 to 4500 copies); total of 11,840 copies made
last assembly

Growth Committee — Fred H., number in attendance 28 (10 of 12 members present)

The Growth Committee meeting opened with a moment of silence followed by the serenity prayer.

The chairman stated that Tobi D., DCM for District # | has had to step down as DCM and Alternate Growth Chair. Gene M.,
the Alternate DCM for District # 1 has agreed to step up as the new DCM for District # 1.

The motion from the floor of the April, 2005 Assembly to disallow Area Chairs, Standing Committee Chairs and DCM’s to

vote at the Area Assembly was not recommended by the Growth Committee. This motion therefore will not be presented for a vote, -

at the October 16, 2005 business meeting. The voting tally was as follows: For (1), Opposed (8).

A motion referred to Growth from the Web Site Sub commiftee was discussed and modified from the original motion as
follows:

“The Internet Web Site shall be administered by an Area Coordinator/Webmaster of the North Florida Conference of A.A.” The
vote to amend and recommend the motion was as follows: For (9), Opposed (0). This motion will be presented for a vote under old
business at the Sunday morning business meeting and if passed will modify Section 19.5 of Structures & Guidelines.

The Growth Committee Chair has asked Tom H. Area Chair to withdraw the previously tabled motion relating to the Archivist
Guidelines. Since the approval of the motion relating to the definition of an area committee has been resolved there is no need for
further action on this motion.

The Growth Committee discussed the report from the State Convention Ad Hoc Committee. No substantial progress was made
on the Ad Hoc Committee’s recommendations. The Growth Committee Chair will provide the Growth Committee members with
copies of the ICYPAA Convention Guidelines & the current Bid Package format for the Florida State Convention in the hope that
this information will provide additional insight to the Growth Committee Members for determining a motion or
recommendation(s) on the Ad Hoc Commitiee report. _

The Growth Committee then recommended to rescind a previous motion presented by the Delegate at the January 2005 N.F.
Area Assembly and voted and approved at the April 2005 N.F. Area Assembly. The motion that passed was as follows: “That the
North Florida Area assume 100% oversight & responsibility for the Florida State Convention when it occurs geographically within
the North Florida Area”. It was felt that at this time that additional consideration of the information available to the Growth
Committee and any new information that may come from the new ad hoc commiitee that will be on October 16, 2005 should be
considered.

The meeting was adjourned at 11:30 PM

Motion from the floor to disallow Area Chairs and Standing Committee Chairs and DCMs to vote at the N.F.A.A. business
meetings. Each Chairperson and DCM is a member of a group in Area 14. Due to their opinions and agendas, they may and often
do change or cancel out the vote of their groups by their vote. Motion seconded and tabled for publication in the minutes since it is
a change to Structures and Guidelines for vote at the October assembly. After point of order was made, Chair also referred to
Growth Committee. This motion was discussed at the Growth Committee and the Committee recommended the motion not

be submitted.

New Business
Site and Agenda Committee moved N.F.A.A. remain at Paramount Plaza Convention Center for 2007 and 2008. Motion

carried, no minority epinion given.

1. The Archivist is responsible for preserving the documents and artifactual items and maintaining the physical integrity of the
collection

2. The Archivist collects, organizes and preserves material of historic interest to the North Florida area.

3. The Archivist will work closely with the Archives Service Coordinator to ensure the integrity of the NFA Archives inventory

4. The Archivist maintains and updates the NFA Archives Inventory and assisting in the accurnulation of historical material and
information pertinent to the NFA.

This motion if approved would modify Section 4, page 5 of Structures and Guidelines and will be voted on at the January

Assembly

There being no further new business a motion to adjourn was made, seconded and carried. The meeting was closed with
the Lord’s prayer.
