OFFICER REPORTS: 
Secretary:   Ann P. Secretary.  The minutes were sent out in a timely fashion.  There are two 
corrections that need to be made to the 3rd quarter minutes:  1. The date at the top of the page one 
in the header it the date should be changed to read Third Quarter, July 13 and 14, 2008, and on 
page 16 at the top of the page, the first full motion that reads, “AD HOC Committee requests 
funding approval of $218 to purchase replacement Spanish translation equipment.

Let’s start with the top form, the Balance Sheet.  This quarter 2 of our CD’s matured. These 2 are 
the ones that we can access every 6 days without penalty or interest loss. As you know interest 
rates have dropped. I looked all of our options and given the current market, I decided to keep 
both of these CD’s in the same no risk vehicle. This type of CD gives your next Treasurer 
flexibility and access, should funds be needed. As I mentioned last quarter the CD’s listed on the 
Balance Sheet reflect the maturity date so you can track the market along with the Treasurer. 
 
Moving on to our Income/Expense report, you will see contributions are slightly down year to 
date, but the great thing is so are our expenses. This panel has exercised good stewardship in the 
use of their budgets. Also historically contributions do pick up in the last quarter of the year. You 
will also notice that we were able to receive almost $1300 in interest, in the 1st 3 quarters, on our 
Prudent Reserve. So we are on firm financial ground. 
 
Although I will serve as your Treasurer until December 31st, tonight is the last time I will be 
giving the North Florida Financial Report. From the bottom of my heart I want to thank you for 
allowing me to serve as your Treasurer these past 2 years. I have truly loved this job and it has 
been my privilege to work with you all.

Thank you, Janis T., District 5, for taking the notes during the workshop. 
 
Thank you all for giving me the opportunity to serve as your Accessibilities service coordinator 
for the last two years.  You have all been examples of service for me.  I also appreciate Rachel R. 
in District 15 for her assistance as alternate. 
 
In Saturday’s workshop, people shared what they have done with Accessibilities in their districts 
in a “Show and Tell” session.  One district gathered handouts from the Area workshops and made 
information packets for local distribution.  Another district duplicated a sticker that had already 
been used in a different district, placed it on the back of the North Florida Area pamphlet and 
filled literature racks.  Stories were shared of A.A. members who, due to an accident or illness, 
needed a meeting brought to them.  We concluded with an understanding that whether we are in 
small communities such as Crescent City or Leesburg, or we reside in larger places like 
Jacksonville or Orlando, there is always a need for Accessibilities service work.  All we have to 
do is keep our eyes and hearts open as we “commence shoulder to shoulder [our] common 
journey.”  We then learn the full meaning of “Love thy neighbor as thyself.”  (Alcoholics 
Anonymous, 153)

Theme or main Topic: Position Description, Workbook discussion, Show & Tell, Q&A 
In preparation for rotation at the end of the calendar year, a description of the responsibilities of 
the Area Archives Service Coordinator position was presented.  Those duties include the storage 
of the archives traveling display (also known as the road show), conducting quarterly workshop at 
the area assemblies, being available for travel to services fairs and other AA functions and to train 
fellow archivists with information gained at the National Archives Workshop.  Knowledge of 
early AA history is desired, familiarity with history of the big book, traditions and early AA in 
north Florida a plus.  The topics above are the most requested for presentations to other groups 
and districts.  Other responsibilities include photocopying or scanning archival documents as 
needed for use throughout the north Florida area, upkeep of articles in the traveling archive 
display, answering/researching questions brought by workshop or assembly attendees, providing 
up to date information from GSO regarding archive guidelines, policies, workbooks, pamphlets, 
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etc.  Service as alternate coordinator or a district archivist is not a prerequisite for the ASC 
position.  The ASC is selected by the incoming panel’s chair elect based on service resumes 
submitted at the October assembly. 
 
Cecilia brought the Handbook for the Secretary (GSO - 1951) from the Daytona Beach AA 
Group #9478.  The rather large volume contains a wealth of information and guidelines for AA 
group secretarial duties which were much more than taking minutes.  The book is divided into 
sections of Background, Traditions, Newcomers, Hospitalization, Services, Meetings, Group 
Organization, Literature, Grapevine, Bulletins and Miscellaneous.  The notebook also contains 
newsletters (The Group Secretary – from GSO) and correspondence between GSO and Daytona 
Beach. 
 
Archive workbooks were distributed to those with an interest in AA history and its preservation.  
An overview of the workbook’s contents was discussed along with questions and answers on 
various topics in archive activities such as:  Is the Grapevine conference approved literature?  Is 
the circle and triangle an AA trademark?  How do you respect the anonymity of deceased 
members?  I am ordering more archive workbooks for the January workshop since the 30 I 
brought with me were all given out.   
 
I have served as NFA Archives Service coordinator for 2+ years now so it is time for me to rotate 
out and let another member serve.  During this time, I have learned much about AA, about AA 
“works” as an organization, about AA history and about you my fellow NFA alcoholics.  I have 
also learned much about myself.  Service has helped in all areas of my life in sobriety – it has 
pulled me out of slumps when I needed it, it given me a paradigm for living and has brought me 
rewards beyond my imagination.  Service in AA, by its nature, is a group effort and that group 
effort helped me to work on how I relate to others in all areas of my life.  Service has given me 
clues about responsibility, accountability and reliability – all of them areas I need to work on.  I 
am grateful to all of you for the opportunity to grow and try to be useful. 
 
Area Archivist:  Cecilia R, Archivist.  
The two things that we discussed were the books that are given to the Officers and Service 
Coordinators that give them the history of there positions since the creation of their office or 
service commitment.  The PI Chair the first position we had and that book is about 4 inches thick 
with all the minutes, and newsletters.  We talked about keeping these books up so they can be 
passed on to the next person to hold the position. 
 
We will have at the January Assembly copies of the books “The Twelve Steps of AA: What they 
can mean to the rest of us”.  These books were written by Sam Schumaker for Evangelical 
Magazine, in the 1940s, but they are a layman’s version of what the twelve steps mean to AA. 
There is also a new oral history kit.  We have to have permission to take an oral history and there 
is a form for them to fill out.  We have plenty of copies of these now and will also have them in 
January.  You may also get the history kit electronically.  There are sample forms and sample 
letters and history backgrounds – everything needed to do an oral history.
